	Procedure
Wallchart is needed to be posted on the board. By showing this, teacher explains about three categories.
Instruction-Contable & Uncountable nouns.
I’ve just posted this wallchart on the board. From now on, I’ll explain the difference of countable and uncountable nouns. As you see noun can be countable or uncountable. Countable nouns can be singular or plural. You can’t use the singular alone, you need a/an when the first of the word starts a,e,i,o,u.
How about uncountable nouns? There are a lot of words we can’t count.
(After explaining in a brief, teacher makes students repeat some phrases.)
CCQ
Can we count flower?

Can we add one or two in front of water?
Instruction-a/some.
Many nouns are sometimes countable and sometimes uncountable. As you see this pictures from this chart, If there is one cake, we can say ‘ a cake’, and if there are cakes over 2, we can say ‘some cakes’. And the cake is sliced, we can say both a piece of cake’ and some cakes.
Instruction-many/much

(Teacher shows examples)

 Like these sentences, much is used in front of uncountable nouns. How about many?  Many used in front of countable nouns.
CCQ
Do we use ‘much’ in front of countable nouns?

I drank many coffee. Is this sentence right?

Now, we’ve learned about nouns, articles a/an, the difference of many/much.
Let’s move on to interesting activities.

	Procedure:

There will be 16 flash cards for the activity called “Get yours for desert island.” This activity is intended for Ss to learn the way of using countable and uncountable nouns when they speak some confusing words such as bread, beer, money, and etc.

Instruction- Maintain teaching countable & uncountable nouns by playing a group activity.

Now, it is time to play one activity which is called “Get yours for desert island”. Before I explain what this game is, and how to play this, I want you to make a group of 4 people in one group. Ok. I am going to give 16 flash cards to each group then you choose 6 items that you consider most importantly if you are stuck in a desert island and then write down the reason why you select the cards on the back of them. 

Plus, you’ve got to start to write down with this form like “I need sth because blah blah~” You got it? And lastly, one member of each group will say the reason you got. You will have 4 minutes. 

CCQ

What do you do?

How much time do you have?

(4minutes later, Teacher let students make a presentation.)

Ok. You did a good job. We’ve also learned how to use some confusing uncountable nouns. Let’s move on to another activity.
Instruction- many/much activity
Ok~ Steve’s activity is so fun and exciting, right? I think you guys can sharply distinguish of the usage between nouns.  From now on. Why don’t you  exercise “much, many and lots of~”?

I’ll give these two work sheets. Before you answer the questions. Please, look at  me for a moment.

I’m going to explain that Many-countable noun/ Much-uncountable nouns/ Lots of-both of them.

Look at this chart. We should use “many” in front of acountable nouns. And We should use “much” in front of  uncountable nouns. And we can use “lots of~” in front of both of them.
In my opinion, a lot of students are confused to use of these three words. You guys have already known when to use many or much. But, we have lots of confusion to divide in which is countable noun or uncountable noun. So, we should deal with these contents at this time. After you finish this activity, you may not confuse anymore. 
Ok! Look at your work sheet! We are going to go to supermarket. There are two carts. One is much cart. Another is “many” cart. If the product is countable, you put it to “many” cart. If the product is uncountable, you should put it to “much” cart. 

(Demonstration) I’ll explain how to move  products to each cart.

Do you understand? Ok! Let’s move these products to an appropriate cart.

This is Pair work.  I’ll give you 3mins. 

CCQ

-What should you do?

-Are you working individually? 
-How much time do you have?

 (3 minutes later)

1 minute left. Are you done? Ok, time’s up!!!

Can you tell me countable nouns?    

Can you tell me uncountable nouns? 

Great! You guys are very good!!! You can not confuse anymore, right?

Let’s move on to the next!!!
