	Target Vocabulary:

	Target Sentences:
           It is a wolf. 
It is a big hungry wolf.


	Materials:

A story book, color papers, worksheets, Flashcards (for new vocabularies), etc…


	Aims/Objectives:
Students will be able to find out what the story tells to them by participating class. 
Students will be able to learn many new words by doing activities. 
Students will indirectly be able to experience the situation in the book instead of the shepherd boy.  


	Assumptions:
           Students are not familiar with some vocabularies.
           Students have not heard of the story before. 
           Students like to listen to the teacher reading a book. 
           Students are not able to read a book by themselves. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

    Students may finish their work earlier than expected.

( Prepare more activities for early finishers. 
    Students may not finish activities in time. 
       ( Let students know how much time left before time is up for the activity.
       ( Let students do the rest of the activities after school as their homework. 
    Students may not understand what the story tells them.  

       ( Ask concept check questions to see they understand the story. 
       ( While reading a story, ask some questions why it happens and what it tells

            them.

	(Instruction)

Before we listen to the story, we are going to learn some new vocabularies. 

(CCQ) 

What do we do?

What are we learning?

Shepherd, graze, shout, rush, joke, grassland, bleat, regret, fault. 

Explain the new words to the students using the board. 

Use pictures to help students understand the new words. 

Let’s do the matching game.

The teacher leads the game. 
(Match the words to correct pictures.)
Good job, everyone and say “You did good” to your friends.

	-Listen to the teacher and do activity. 

	(Instruction)

Now, look at the book cover. 

What do you see?

Who are they?

Why do some people look so angry?

How does the boy look?

Does he smile? Or look tricky? 

Why are people rushing to the boy?
Why did you guys think the boy lied?

What will happen to the boy who lied to people??

You want to know??

Ok, then let’s find out now~!!!

(CCQ)

What do we do now??
If you have questions about the picture and the story, what do you have to do? (Ask to the teacher). 

(Reading part)
While I am reading, I am going to need your help. You think you can help me?

So we are going to start like this (motion), and a little song goes like this
“The shepherd boy lied and lied again (clap clap clap), he kept on lying because he was bored (clap clap clap).” 

This is a story of the shepherd boy and the wolf… read the book to students.
Is there anyone except the boy?
What did the boy shout to the people?
Why did the boy shout to the people?

Why did the people rush to the boy?
What happened to them? 

Were the sheep ok? 

What did the boy think that was fun? 

Why were the people surprised?

Why did the boy shout to the people again? 

Did the people come to the boy this time? 

Why did the real wolf come to the grassland? 

Did the boy shout to the people again?

Did the people come to the boy third time? 

Why did not the people come to the place where the boy is? 

Why did the boy regret his fault?

What was his fault?

Good, everyone did great. 
 Nice class, good job~~.
High-five with your friends and say good job~!!
