	Aims:
· Students will be able to improve their presenting skills through presentations and advertisements.

· Students will be able to openly express themselves better by sharing ideas while making the recipes.
· Students will be able to use various vocabulary related to food and ingredients during daily life conversations by making their own recipes.

· Students will be more familiar with many inside or outside activities by participating in presentations, advertisements, voting system and self evaluations.




	Language Skills:
· Reading: Sample recipe worksheet and Bingo worksheet
· Writing: Planning the recipe on paper
· Listening: Teacher’s various instructions, demonstrations, and other students’ discussions and advertisements
· Speaking: Bingo icebreaker, discussions, presenting the new recipe, advertising



	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Vocabulary of various foods and ingredients

· Phonology: Sounds and pronunciation of various foods and ingredients, and various presenting sentences in presentations and advertisements

· Grammar: Usage of prepositions and sequencing while presenting the recipe

· Function: Making a new recipe, presenting and advertising
· Discourse: Discussing in groups and sharing their ideas about the recipe



	Assumptions:
· Students are familiar with the teachers’ teaching style and the layout of the classroom.
· Students are aware of the “English only policy” within the classroom.

· Students already know the meaning of most words related with food and ingredients.

· Students are generally familiar with the Bingo game, working in groups, and the process of presenting and advertising.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Some students may not be familiar with the vocabulary used that is related with food and ingredients.

· = Be sure to be prepared with clear pictures of each ingredient to be able to show and explain the meanings of words.

· Some students may not be familiar with the Bingo game, or presenting and advertising.

· = Be prepared with plenty of examples and demonstrations to clear doubts.

Did you all have breakfast/lunch? What did you have? Was it good?

Okay, can you guys tell me what your favorite food is? Wow, that sounds delicious!

	<Giving instructions for icebreaker>

Okay! Let’s start our lesson with a fun icebreaker!

(Write ‘Favorite Food Bingo’ on the board and ‘Find someone who likes _____’ below)

I think that everyone is familiar with the Bingo game? Today our game is called Favorite Food Bingo! And as we play the game, we have to find someone who likes a certain food.

<Showing demonstration>

(Hold out the Bingo worksheet)

Alright, before we start off, there are a few rules that you will have to follow. You have to move around and find someone who likes a food that is written on each grid of the Bingo sheet. For example, I can go up to a person and ask “Do you like sandwiches?”
(Ask to Sarah and Sarah says “Yes”)

Since I found out who likes sandwiches I circle the grid with the word sandwiches in it, and write the name ‘Sarah’ below it.

But remember, you may ask as many questions as you want, but may only write down a particular person’s name twice.

When you have 5 grids circled in a row, you have to shout out “Bingo!” They may be horizontal, vertical or diagonal. Remember, when you think you have won, you have to shout out “Bingo!”
(Hand out the Bingo worksheets)

<Asking CCQs>

So, before you ask, how many questions can you ask to a person?

How many times can you write a person’s name on the Bingo sheet? What do you have to shout out when you think you have won?

Alright, let the game begin!

(Monitor the classroom and see if anyone is cheating. Answer questions if students have any)
(After someone shouts “Bingo!”)

Wow! There is our winner! Let’s all give a round of applause to our winner!

Alright everyone, did you all find that fun? Okay, let’s now move on with the lesson. I have prepared a worksheet for you. Please take one and pass it on.

(Hand out worksheet on sample recipe)

Take a look at the worksheet. We can see two pictures of food. Can you guess what the food is? Okay! So everybody knows! Alright, can you guess what the ingredients that are used for the sandwiches are?

<Giving out instructions>

Okay, now let’s divide the class into 3 groups of 5.

(Aid in dividing the groups)

Among the two sandwiches that you see, each group can choose one picture and make the recipe for that sandwich for 2 minutes.

<Showing demonstration>

(For the picture 1)

First, slice the loaf of bread in half.
Second, layer with basil, tomato slices and mozzarella cheese between the two halves of bread.

Third, stir balsamic vinegar, salt and black pepper together in a small dish, which will be used as a dipping sauce.

(For the picture 2)
First, slice the loaf of bread in half.

Second, spread the bread with mustard or mayonnaise.

Third, put the ham slices on the bread.

Fourth, put the slice of cheese on top of the ham slices.

<Asking CCQs>

How much do you guys have?

How many recipes do you have to make?

Okay, the time is up.

Can you tell me the recipe of the sandwich in the pictures?

(Check the recipe from all 3 groups)

Wow, just listening to the recipe makes me hungry! Good job everyone!

	1.  Making a new recipe
<Giving instructions>
Okay class, we have had some fun. But now, let’s have some more fun!

I will give each group some pictures of many kinds of ingredients.

Your job, as a group, is to prepare a new recipe for a sandwich. You may use any ingredients that are in the pictures, but you should use a minimum of 7 ingredients, and a maximum of 10 ingredients.

Remember, be creative and try to make a unique recipe of your own! It would be better if it is a sandwich that we have never tasted before. Oh! And remember to give your sandwich a name!
<Showing demonstration>
I have always wanted to make a recipe for a sandwich myself, and if I do get a chance, I would definitely use strawberries and cheese as the ingredients. And maybe a few other ingredients such as pepper in between my slices of cheese.

And I would name it ‘Happy Sandwich’, as I get happier when I used those ingredients.

(Distribute 35 ingredient picture cards to each group)
You will get 10 minutes to discuss and work together as a group. Each picture has the name of the ingredient on it; if you have any questions, such as pronunciation, please don’t hesitate to ask.

<Asking CCQs>
What is the concept of your sandwich?

How much time do you have?

(Monitor the classroom and answer questions if they have any)

Can we have one person stand up from each group and briefly tell us the name of the sandwich describe the recipe?
(Listen to each recipe)
Wow, everyone is so creative, with both the name and the recipe! You can all become very nice cooks!
2. Advertising the sandwich
<Giving introduction>
Alright, so every group now has brand new, original recipes for a sandwich each.

Guess what? I have one too! Well, not really, it’s Jennifer’s recipe. But I really like it and I think it is the best sandwich for me. I love strawberries and I love cheese, which just makes it a perfect sandwich for me. But what I think makes the sandwich so unique is how the strawberries and the cheese together make a unique flavor, and just thinking about it makes me drool!
What do you guys think? Do you like Jennifer’s ‘Happy Sandwich’?

Did everyone notice what I just did? I was advertising ‘Happy Sandwich’! And so will you, with your very own recipes!

In the same groups, I want you to discuss and come up with a nice advertisement like mine. You will have 5 minutes to discuss and 2 minutes for each group to come out and advertise your sandwiches. Don’t forget, your aim is to persuade as many people as possible in thinking that your sandwich is the best sandwich out there! Are you guys ready?

<Asking CCQs>
So what are you supposed to do?

How much time do you guys have to discuss?

How much time can you advertise for?

(monitor the classroom and ask questions if the students have any)

Alright guys, I think you guys have had enough time. Don’t worry; the advertisements can be very simple.

So how about we start with this group on this side.

(Listen to the advertisements and give a round of applause for each group)

	<Voting>

<Self evaluating>

Okay, before we end our lesson, let’s have everyone share their opinions on their own, or other groups’ sandwich recipes. Which point do you think made this group’s sandwich so strong? Which point would you work on, if you had another chance to advertise your sandwich?
(Discuss with the whole class)

<Ending the lesson>

Did everyone have fun? We talked about making new recipes. I think everyone were very creative and came up with unique ideas. Also, I was really surprised by your advertising skills! I think you all are ready to launch your own restaurant with your new sandwich recipes. Anyway, all of you have done a splendid job. Thank you for your time.
