	Materials:

	Main aims: 
- Students will learn more prepositions than they already know by attending the class.

- Students will become more familiar with the proper usage of various prepositions by doing various classroom activities.
- Students will be able to use various vocabulary words by discussing making sentences.
- Students will be better able to put grammar to daily use without knowing the grammar terms by having sufficient practice before actually being exposed to the appropriate terms.

Personal aims:

- When it comes to grammar, I will be better able to teach the students how to use the rules without actually knowing the rules, in future lessons, by having experience in this lesson.

- I will be able to, or at least be more likely to, think from the students’ point of view while teaching the students.



	Language Skills:

- Listening: Teachers’ instructions, discussions as pairs or groups, and warm-ups
- Reading: Words in the video
- Speaking: Pair or group discussions, and guesses
- Writing: Answers on the worksheets


	Language Systems:
- Lexis : New vocabulary related to proposition through video and various activities

- Phonology: Practice of proper pronunciation through various activities
- Grammar: Drills and repeated activities of prepositions
- Function: Prepositions of places
- Discourse: Usage of propositions in daily life


	Assumptions:
- The students’ level is elementary.

- Students already know that they should speak only in English in the classroom.

- Students already have experience doing work as a group, and are active participants in the classroom.

- Students are already familiar with what a warm-up is, and are exposed to a lot of them.

- Most students already know some, if not most, prepositions.




	Anticipated errors and solutions:
- Students may not be familiar with some of the prepositions.

=> Provide more examples or demonstrations.

- Students may take less time to complete the activities than previously expected.

=> Save the time from each activity and do the warm-up again at the end of the class (SOS activity).

Can you all remember what I just said? Where was my pillow? Can you tell me where all my books were? Where did I find my old wallet?

	Listening to the instructions and doing the warm-up

	<Giving instructions>
Before we start our lesson, let’s do a warm-up called “Simon Says”. Does anybody know it is? Can you tell us what you know about it?

Okay, it is very much just like what he/she (name of student) said. I will be Simon and all of you have to do exactly what I say. For example, if I say “Simon says put your hands in your pocket” you should simply put your hands in your pocket.

(Demonstrate in front of the class)

Ok, is everyone ready?

(Do the warm-up a few times)

Okay, how about we have him/her (name of student) come out front and be Simon instead?
(After a few times, have another student to do the same and finish the warm-up)
That was fun! Just in case there were some of you that were falling asleep, I hope this woke you up!

	<Teaching>
Okay. I think it’s time to start a jam-packed lesson. Some of you might have already noticed; what we are going to do today is learn how to describe where things are, and use it in sentences.

Let’s start the lesson with a little activity called “Where is little Jake?”
(Write “Where is little Jake?” on the board; draw a box and name it “Big House”, and draw a stickman and name him “Little Jake” while saying)
So this is an apartment where little Jake lives; it’s called the “Big House”, and of course, this is our “Little Jake”.
Since little Jake is so little, some people find it hard to find him. Can you help me find little Jake? I will help you get started. Right now, little Jake is above the big house.

(Draw the stickman at various places around the box and make the students guess every time, and correct them if they make mistakes)
There you go! Little Jake was all over the place, but you still managed to find him! Great job!

<Giving instructions>
Okay, now we are going to watch a short video. I am going to turn off the lights, but please! Don’t go to sleep! Here we go.

(Play the video)

Did everyone just enjoy the video? Did everyone understand what the video was about? Can everybody shout out what you can remember from the video?

(Listen to the students and write them down on the board)

So you remember almost everything in the video! That’s great! 
Worksheet activity 1
<Giving instructions>
Okay; time for a worksheet activity! Are you getting tired? At least you are having fun, right? Don’t worry; this activity is very short and simple!

(Distribute drawing worksheets)

Okay, let’s have everyone work in pairs.
(Help divide the class into pairs and possibly one group of 3)

In pairs, or groups, take turns to describe at least 2 pictures on the worksheets to your partner while your partner draws what he/she hears. When you are done, change the roles, and do the same.
<Showing demonstration>

(Describe a picture and draw it on the board)

Do you understand now? Okay, you have 3 minutes to do the activity.
<Asking CCQs>

Are you working alone?

How much time do you have? 

(Monitor the classroom and see if everybody is doing the right thing; answer questions if the students have any)
Okay, time’s up. Please check the answers among partners for 1 minute, and if you have time, check the answers with other groups.
Did anyone get all the answers correct? Wow, good job!

	Worksheet activity 2
<Giving instructions>

I think everyone is ready to do a crossword puzzle! Does everyone know what a crossword puzzle is?

(Hand out the crossword worksheet)

The crossword puzzle is very simple. You have to fill the boxes with the right prepositions that you can find out using the hints.
How about I help you out with the first one? Let’s look at the hint that says number 1. If you look at the worksheet, you can see a girl standing next to a box. So you will have to fill the box with the preposition “next to”.

Did everyone understand?
Work in pairs for 5 minutes, and if you have any questions, please don’t hesitate to ask.

<Asking CCQs>

Who should you work with?

How much time do you have?

(Monitor the students, and look around to see if any students have questions; answer if any of them do)

Okay, time’s up! Don’t worry if you couldn’t finish it, you can do it for homework.

<Ending the class>

Okay! I think its time to call it a day. I hope everyone remembers what we all learnt today and use them well. Please don’t forget to finish the crossword puzzle if you haven’t yet, and have a nice day! See you next week!
