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‘Creating and managing a successful class may be the key’ as a teacher, according to the textbook (Learning Teaching). This will require certain skills and techniques to do so. 
How can I manage the classroom in case of unexpected situations? There will be 3 cases of unexpected situations as follows.
Firstly, how can I implement and enforce “English only” policy in my institution?
I would ask students to watch and request each other to speak English only.
I was attending one of English course before and it had a quite strict “English only” policy. The staff also needed to speak English only when they talk each other in general. The institutes explained this policy by not upgrading the next level. If it was seen more than 3 times by any staff that any student speaks Korean in the institutes, the student got a disadvantage to go to the next level. At the beginning, it was some awkward silence in the hallway and restroom. However, things were getting better since people recognize they can speak in English even it was quite simple one. 
Good thing was that students helped each other to use proper expression in a certain situation. I was attending that institutes for 9 months but never heard any students got a disadvantage.

Secondly, how can I enforce the discipline about the tardiness and absences in the classroom?
I would do my best to make a close relationship among students. At the same time, I would be there in 5~10 minutes earlier and have a small talk with students.
One of my teachers asked students to find the common interest among them. She also tried to become a close friends rather than a teacher with authority. It is sometimes easier to be close each other when they attend an English course. Because there are more chances to talk about the personal things during the course. Moreover, it is more likely to be genuine facts that they are talking about in English since it is not easy for them to make up their stories. If the students are friendly with each other, they will be eager to meet before the class to share more things even though it is not relevant to the lesson. The same thing could happen between the students and the teacher. It was hard for me to wait for the lesson, and it was even harder for me to be late or absent at that time.


Thirdly, how can I help the students to prepare any lesson presentations which takes throughout the school year?
I would give the total guideline first and keep updating the tips of the lesson presentation after every lesson is finished.
When I was a senior in my university, I was supposed to write a graduation thesis by the end of October. My academic advisor gave me the guideline at the first lecture and kept updating the tips for about 5~10 minutes whenever his lecture was finished. It was quite helpful for me to keep my pace of writing my thesis.

The homework which needs to be reported long after can be abandoned and forgotten easily. In this case, to keep reminding students would be a key to finish their work on time with enough preparation.

I have imagined 3 kinds of unexpected situations which could happen to me in the future. Based on my experiences, I made my own answers as follows.

Firstly, I will ask students to watch and request each other to speak English only. Secondly, I will make a close relationship among students.

Thirdly, I will give the total guideline first and keep updating the tips of the lesson presentation. 
I thought those could be ideas of an involver, which I am trying to be as a teacher. I hope I can make better ones that are better for my students when I successfully finish this course.
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
