	Aims:
1 Main aims: Students will improve their speaking ability by having students   talk about special gifts. Students will be able to talk about gifts through activities in pairs and discussion the memory of worksheets. Students will be able to gain self-confidence in speaking through introducing their gifts.

2 Secondary aims: Students will be able to improve their writing skills by using clear and effective language (words, expressions, sentences) for gifts. Students will be able to improve their reading skills by comprehending /analyzing the reading material thoroughly. Students will be able to enhance their listening skills by listening to other students’ opinions and presentations. Students will be able to learn words and expressions that are relevant to gifts.
3 Personal aim: I want to improve on my skill ‘ICQ/CCQ delivery’ and decrease TTT. Ask many CCQs. Eliciting student-centered activities, pair works.



	Language Skills:
Listening: Ss will listen to dialogue and partner opinion “what kinds of gifts they had before.”
Speaking: Ss will speak their own thinking about what is the best gift for people around them. 

Reading: Ss will present 2 worksheets related to gifts by taking turns in groups.

Writing: Ss will write down their answers on the board what they recognized from discussion &presentation.



	Language Systems:
Phonology: Ss will speak and repeat the words on the vocabulary worksheets related to gifts.
Lexis: Ss will learn the definitions of words used in describing people’s opinions about gifts.

Grammar: Ss will know how to use singular and plural nouns.

Function: Ss will use self-PR and presentation for a partner’s preferences.

Discourse: Ss will discuss in order to create the conceptions of precious gifts.



	Assumptions:
Students already know:

How the class is set up and run (there will be 4pairs at each table).

The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
All students are single and college graduates(Age 23 and up)
Most students have been given some kinds of gifts.
All students are familiar with gifts in Korean custom.
All students are adults who have experienced good feeling & bad feeling for gifts.
All students are familiar with words and expressions for gifts.

All students have operational command of language. They show abilities to use the language in a variety of situations with a minimum of inaccuracy.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Students may not be able to comprehend the reading material thoroughly..
☞Go over the details of the passage together and give them 
Students may not be able to make clear, strong, effective language.
☞Chunk the sentences & show examples, explain terms related to gift.

Students may need more time making a list of the gifts.

☞Allow more time. But if they need more than 5minutes, ask the whole class to share their ideas and to help the students who wanted more time.
If time running out.

☞Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 Ss to share their opinions about what’s most important gift in your life.

If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

☞Ask as many Ss possible about their idea of a good gifts for life, and differences between what they want to be given and what they want to give and why.
