	Aims:

· Main aim: To enable students to improve their speaking skills by having students talk about a house warming party.

· Secondary aim: Students will talk about house warming party through conversation questions, planning a party and group presentation.

· Personal aim: I want to improve on my ICQ, CCQ and demonstration techniques.



	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read conversation questions, house warming party invitation poster and planning a party worksheet.

· Listening: Students will listen to their group member’s opinion about planning a house party and other group’s presentation. 

· Speaking: Students will speak by answering a conversation questions, planning a party with group members, and group presentation

· Writing: Students will write down their gift items on the board.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: None to discuss

· Lexis: New vocabulary about parties

· Grammatical: None to discuss

· Functional: Planning and invitation 

· Discourse: None to discuss




	Assumptions:

· Students already know each other and how the class works.

· Most students have had the experience of attending a house warming party.

· Students are familiar with American party culture.

· Students are mostly active. The class will work in groups.




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· Students may not know some new vocabulary about parties.

     ( Ask questions if any student knows the meaning of the word and explain if needed

· Strong students may take over the planning time and group presentation.

     ( Make sure each student has a responsibility at the party and explains his or her role.

· Students may not have ideas on the planning of a party.

     ( Monitoring group work and help them if needed 

· If time is short

     ( Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions 

· If students finish their tasks earlier than expected

     ( Make group presentation time longer through asking questions to the other group.

     ( SOS activity
