	Aims:

· Main aim: To enable students to improve their grammar skills by having students practice expressing contrast (unexpected result) forms.

· Secondary aim: Students will be better able to understand and use the adverb clauses (unexpected result) forms through worksheets and role-playing.

· Personal aim: I want to reduce my TTT. 

                                  I want to improve on my demonstration techniques.




	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will read example sentences of unexpected results. 

· Listening: Ss will listen other S’s answers for job interview questions.

· Speaking: Ss will speak by answering job interview questions and making a sentence for the post-activity.
· Writing: Ss will complete sentences on exercise #20 worksheet and write down answers on job interview worksheet.




	Language Systems:
· Phonology: None to discuss

· Lexis: None to discuss

· Grammatical: Adverb clauses, conjunctions, transitions and prepositions

· Functional: Showing contrast(unexpected result)

· Discourse: None to discuss




	Assumptions:

· Ss already know each other and how the class works.

· Students are familiar with using ‘even though’, ‘despite’, ‘however’ etc…
· Most Ss need to improve their skills for expressing contrast ideas.

· Students are advanced level. 



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Students may take long time to come up with ideas for the job interview questions.

· Monitoring and help them if needed.

· Make them hurry by timing.

       Students may feel difficulty to create new sentence by using ‘even though’.

· Show them good example sentences.

If time is short

· Cut post-activity short by asking only 1~2 students to share their sentences.

       If students finish their tasks earlier than expected

· Hand out more papers to talk about in the post-activity.

What do you see in this picture?

What is he doing?

Yes, he is swimming.

(Show the picture of ‘cold weather’)

How does he feel in this picture?

Yes, “cold”.

Let’s make a sentence by using these pictures.

(Boarding)

“[           ] it was cold, I went swimming.”
What can we put in this blank?

Yes, “even though” 

Today, we will learn about “Expressing contrast (unexpected result): using even though”

(Write down on the board)

Here, the idea of cold weather is contrasted with the idea of going swimming. Usually if the weather is cold, people don’t go swimming, so going swimming in cold weather is an “unexpected result.”

Even though is used in an adverb clause, so after even though, we use [Subject + Verb].

And we can also change this sentence like this.

“I went swimming even though it was cold.”
