	Aims:  1) Main Aim : To enhance Ss’ speaking skills in English by talking about people’s appearance and feelings.
2) Secondary Aim : Ss will learn to express their feelings by making their own dialogues and by having a role-play with their partners.
3) Personal Aim : I want to give Ss clearer ICQ’s and CCQ’s right on time.

I need to make Ss understand my demonstration more clearly. 


	Language Skills
1) Reading: Ss will read sentences and paragraphs with blanks on a worksheet. 

2) Speaking: Ss will answer to T’s questions and do role-plays with their own dialogues.
3) Listening: Ss will listen to the other Ss’ features carefully.
4) Writing: Ss will fill out worksheets and make their own dialogues.


	Language Systems:
- Lexis: expressions and vocabularies in describing people’s appearances and feelings.
- Function: Listening to others’ dialogues / Guessing and filling in the blanks in a worksheet
                 Expressing cause and effect
- Structure: conjunctions for reasons, 
- Phonology: none to discuss

- Discourse: making Ss’ own expressions which are appropriate for the classroom


	Assumptions  - Ss are upper-intermediate level.

- Most of Ss have already known to make sentences showing ‘cause-effect’.
- Ss are able to make sentences about expressing their feelings.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

-Ss may not know how to deal with their tasks of describing partner’s appearance and feelings. (Give Ss clearer demonstration and an example  
- If the planned lesson is finished earlier,

<Instruction>

<Demonstration>
In my case, (with boarding) I feel exhausted because I got too much school works these days. Like this sentence you can fill in the blanks with your own words. I’ll give you 5 min.

<Grouping>
