 ( If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing 
the answers instead of having students write them on the board.

· If time is short.
( Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions 

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
( Apply S.O.S activity.

Introduction

Modals can express that a speaker feels something is necessary, advisable, permissible, possible, or probable.

1) Modals don’t take a final –s, even when 

the subject is she, he, or it.

(She can do it. (O)

(She cans do it. (X)

2) Modals are followed immediately by the 

simple form of verb.

    ( She can does it. / She can did it. /

 She can to do it. (X)

    (He ought to go to the meeting. (O)

       The only exception is “Ought”
