	Aims:
Main Aim: To enable Ss to improve their grammar skills by having Ss practice and study Adverbs and Adjectives
Secondary Aim: Ss will be able to engage in worksheets and writing tasks to expand their knowledge of adverbs and adjectives
Personal Aim: I want to illustrate clearer instructions and use appropriate body language


	Language Skills:
- Reading: Reading definitions and instructions on worksheets
- Listening: Listening to Teacher’s instructions, demonstrations and other groups presentation
- Speaking: Speaking in pairs and group discussions and answering questions
- Writing: Writing in full sentences and a short story


	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Completing worksheets on grammar, specifically with adverbs and adjectives
- Function: Identifying different forms of adverbs and adjectives
- Discourse: Discussing in pairs and group discussion
- Grammatical: Using correct adjectives and adverbs in given context

- Phonology: None to discuss


	Assumptions:
- Ss know meaning of adverbs and adjectives.
- Ss know English only policy
- Ss have some difficulty speaking in full sentences
- Ss work harmoniously in groups/ discussion as they are all adults


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- Some Ss might have difficulty completing 3 full sentences by themselves
→ Ask to read only one sentence
- Ss may not understand different forms of adverbs and adjectives
→ Teacher can explain different concepts with real-life examples and explanation
- If time remains
→ Ask more Ss for answers, give more time for discussion, SOS activity
- If time is running out,
→ Ask only a few Ss for answers, shorten discussion time

· Are Adjectives words that describe position of objects? (No)

Now, I want you guys to write 3 adjectives and 3 adverbs looking at these pictures, then write 3 full sentences using as many adjectives and adverbs you wrote. You’re all working individually and have 3 min.

(Monitor discreetly to check Ss are following the given instructions)

Demonstration/Modeling

Okay, I will start with my sentence
“I was energetically jumping up and down in front of an isolated tilted tree with no leaves”
· Ask Ss to read one sentence out and say how many adverbs and adjectives they used

	Procedure:
Ⅰ. Worksheet, “Adverbs”
Instruction/Demonstration
Now, Let’s look deeper into the meaning of Adverbs. (Hand out adverbs worksheet)

Read the definition aloud as a class, then go through examples

· So there are 6 kind of adverbs in total, they are:

· Adverbs of manner, Adverbs of time etc. and one more, that is Adverbs of frequency ( write on board)

Now, in pairs work through questions 1 to 5.

You guys have 2 min

Monitoring
(Give time warning,1 min left)

· Ask each pairs for answers and give correct answers if incorrect
Are there any questions?
Good.

II Worksheet, “Adjectives”
Now this time, let’s explore into adjectives.

(Hand out adjectives worksheet)
· Repeat same procedure as Adverbs worksheet
· There are 7 words in English that are always adjectives, what are they? 

· (Write on board) A, An, The (this, that), My, Our, Your and their
Are there any questions?

III Writing Adjectives & Adverb Activity
Instruction
Now, we’re going to work in groups (Assign 2 groups, one team, “Adverbs’, the other “Adjectives”)

In your groups I want you to write a short story or a passage and include as many adjectives and adverbs as you can. Then, count all the adverbs and adjectives your group wrote. The aim of this activity is to write as many adverbs and adjectives than the other group.
You guys have 5 min.

ICQ

What are we doing?

Are we working in groups?

How much time do we have?

Are we writing as many adverbs and adjectives as we can?

And, begin!

Monitoring/ boarding

· Draw a table with two teams as headings on each side with “adjectives” and “adverbs” under each heading

· Monitor discreetly after drawing the table

· Give time warning: 2 min left!

· Ask each group to read their passages, then board their answers. The team with more adverbs and adjectives wins.

	Procedure:
Ⅰ. Adverbs of frequency
Instruction
Now, before we finish off, let’s play the “Adverbs of frequency” exercise! Can anyone tell me some examples of adverbs of frequency? (Give hint: it means how often something is done, then write some examples on the board)

I’m going to hand each of you a paper that has a word related to adverbs of frequency. Do not share it with others. You have to ask one person from the other group a question, trying to make them answer with the word written on your paper. If they answer with the word you have, then next person from your group asks their question, if not the other group asks a question. 
Demonstration/modeling

For example, if my word was “Never”,

I could ask a question like, “How often do you go mountain climbing”? Hopefully, the other person would answer “Never”!
· Ask two to three Ss for their questions, if time remains, ask all the Ss.
**S.O.S Activity

Instruction
We’re going to go around the classroom and each Ss has to say any one adjective within 5 seconds. They can’t repeat what has already been said. (Play until there’s 1 outright winner, depending on the time)

Ⅱ. Conclusion
Great job guys. I didn’t hear any mistakes so can you guys un jumble this sentence for me:

          Adverb

Definition:

Adverbs are words that modify (1) verbs, (2) adjectives, and (3) other adverbs. They tell how (manner), when (time), where (place), how much (degree), and why (cause).Why is a common one-word adverb that tells why. Adverbs that tell us how, when, where, and why always modify the verb. Adverbs that tell us how much modify adjectives or other adverbs. These adverbs are also called qualifiers because they strengthen or weaken the words they modify.
Examples:  He kicked the ball solidly. (how); He kicked the ball immediately. (when); He kicked the ball forward. (where); He kicked the ball too hard. (how much).

Instructions: Find the adverbs in the following sentences 
1. Paul answered the question quickly.

2. The answer was given too softly.

3. I soon understood what he said yesterday.

     Adjectives
Definition

Adjectives are words that modify or affect the meaning of nouns and pronouns and tell us which, whose, what kind, and how many about the nouns or pronouns they modify. They generally come before the noun or pronoun they modify.
There are seven (7) words in the English language that are always adjectives. They are the articles a, an, and the and the possessives my, our, your, and their. (The possessives are from the possessive pronoun list but are always used with nouns as adjectives.) Being only seven in number, one should memorize them so they are immediately recognized as adjectives.

Examples:  The neighbor  girl likes chocolate ice cream. Mr. Johanson is tall, dark and handsome.
