	Aims: 

Students will be able to…
· Learn vocabulary by matching on words worksheet
· Practice explaining one’s opinion by explaining their opinion (ex. I think, in my opinion…)
· Understand about having different thoughts by listening the passage and comparing various criteria
· Pick up details from the fast-paced real life talk by answering details questions on comprehension worksheet or chunk questions 
· Improve speaking skills by discussing with group members


	Language Skills:
Listening: teacher’s instruction, the listening passage from CD player and other students’ speech

Reading: words worksheet, comprehension  worksheet

Speaking: prediction and comparing their own opinion within groups
Writing: making a sentence on comprehension worksheet


	Language Systems:
Lexis: words used in expressing each tribe’s standard of beauty
Function: learn cultural differences of beauty 
Structure: Usage of “I think” to explain their thoughts
Discourse: discussion within groups


	Assumptions:
Students already know:

· how the class is set up and run(there will be 4 students groups at each table)

· their teacher’s teaching style and rapport has been built up
· all the students are intermediate level and up


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may not follow the passage easily → Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the passage again. After listening again if they have difficulties in understanding again, provide the script
· Student may not be able to pick up detailing from listening→ Chunk the passage(pause-play-pause-play)

· Students may not be able to fill in the blank on the dictation worksheet→ Provide worksheet 2 to them
· Students may take longer to do worksheets or make discussion than expected→ Proceed the worksheets as scheduled, and give a few more minutes of extra time
· Students may finish the given work faster than expected→ Give students more time to share their opinions(Be flexible with time)

Listening script

Beauty around the world

Narrator: Here is a beauty contest. There are three finalists on this stage. The first woman has a very long neck. The next woman has a stretched lower lip. Finally, that last woman has tattoos on her face. Which one is the most beautiful?

Kalayan : Hi, my name is Kalayan. I'm one of the Kayan Lahwi tribe in Thailand. We are called the "giraffe people.", because we have longer necks than others. We think long necks are beautiful. So we try to stretch our necks with neck rings. The rings are long, brass coils. Girls start to wear them at six years of age. After that, we don't take the rings off. The rings don't actually make our neck longer. They just push our shoulders down.

Muroya : Hello, I'm Muroya from Ethiopia. I'm one of the Mursi tribe. We has very similar beauty customs with Kayan Lahwi tribe. But we stretch our lips instead of necks. How to make the lip stretch? Before a girl is married, her mother pierces her lip. Then, the girl makes a clay plate and decorates it. Finally she wears the plate in her stretched lip. Look at mine, I think this is the most beautiful plate in my town, isn't it?

Naomi : Nice to meet you. I'm Naomi, a Maori woman from New Zealand. We also have a special beauty tradition. We think blue lips are beautiful. So, we tattoo our lips, also tattoo our chins. These tattoos are called "ta moko". And different designs mean different things. The tattoo on my chin is about the symbol of my family. It means wise and brave.
