	Aims:
1 Main aims: Students will improve their reading skills by having Ss engage in reading activities                         that are relevant to the value of money. 
2 Secondary aims: Students will improve their reading skills by skimming and scanning tasks like      reading activities. 
3 Personal aim: I want to improve on my skill ‘ICQ/CCQ delivery’ and decrease TTT so as to get the more confidence back.



	Language Skills:
Listening: Ss will listen to teacher’s instructions, demonstrations and partner’s speaking.

Speaking: Ss will share their own thinking with the class. 

Reading: Ss will read an article and fill in the blanks.

Writing: Ss will write down their answers related to an article..



	Language Systems:
Phonology: Ss will speak and repeat the words on the activity.
Lexis: Ss will learn key vocabulary in the article.
Grammar: None to discuss
Function: Ss will use of words in the process of answering the questions related to the article.
Discourse: Ss will discuss and present about the value of a small amount of money.



	Assumptions:
Students already know:

-How the class is set up and run (there will be 4 students groups at each table).

-The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
-All students are single and college graduates(Age 23 and up)
-Most students have been doing work as a group and active participants.
-Students already know that they should speak useful sentences related to the article..

            - All students are familiar with the term, ” the conception of money”.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Students may not be able to follow the sentences easily.
☞Follow the task-feedback circle: Let them be familiar with some of vocabularies.

Students may not be able to pick up details from the activity.
☞Show more examples or demonstrations.

Students may need more time to work on the discussion
☞If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers.
If time is short.

☞Shorten the discussion time and ask only few students to share their ideas.

If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

☞Ask many questions and give more time for discussion.

Match the pictures with results and make two sentences with

possible results.

CCQ
-Do they look like harmful to us? (No.)
-Do they look like beneficial to us? (Yes.)
 (Yes, even though they don’t cost a lot of money, but they can have very positive results.)
ICQ
1  What are you going to do now? (Make two sentences with    many results.)
2  Who are you working with? (in pairs)

3  How long do you have? (3min.)

(Distribute the worksheet #1)
Monitor quietly.  Answer questions if they ask.
