Unexpected problems are never end but it can be guessed.

To handle unexpected problems is not easy. In case the person doesn’t have any experience in the field, it is even more confusing. However, fortunately, we can guess the unexpected problems slightly by    considering the circumstance, field, etc. The best method to deal with the unexpected problems is to take a guess and prepare lots of solutions.
Firstly, a frequently occurring problem in class, and one of more difficult things to deal with is tardiness and absences. Many students come late to class. Some of them might be late due to the unavoidable accidents such as traffic jam for long hours or natural disasters. Tardiness can be very stressful itself for the students who are not normally late. In addition, they may be concerned about the lesson that they missed. On the contrary, some of them might be late as usual because it is just their bad habit. These students can’t change the habit in a second. For them, it is expected that there should be the strong intensity of punishment. Like the above, we should grasp the situation correctly considering all of conditions and then handle it according to the situation. For example, as a teacher, I am going to do the classroom management, allowing for time, atmosphere, curriculum,  attitude and so on. 
Among the management, I will prepare a song that includes grammar, vocabulary and something required for the day. And if there is a tardy student, I will do the lesson in advance unlike my planned schedule so that the distracted atmosphere can be settled again. In addition to this, it can help the students with their missed lesson. For the students who are late first, just let them answer some of words among the song.   But for the students who are consistently late, let them sing the full sentence for stronger than normal. By doing this, the class can be kept as my planned time and atmosphere.
Secondly, a teacher should follow the “English Only” policy of an institution, if students break the policy, teachers can let the students who break the policy help them with extra work such as copies and handouts. The real problem for them is that they can’t deliver what they want to say exactly even though they want to speak English. Therefore we can keep them speaking in English with the teacher and by doing above their speaking will get better in the end. 

Thirdly, to help the students prepare for any presentation, I will explain the main parts of the presentation at first and give them some examples. I will require them to do it by themselves. I will check the presentation when it’s done. By doing it themselves, they can do it without teacher in the near future. 
In conclusion, in my opinion the best way to handle the unexpected problems is to guess about what may happen and prepare it in advance. Sometimes our plan will not work as intended, but sometimes it works. Therefore, we should prepare the solution and it should be affect our planned classroom management and student’s positive attitude.
