	Target Sentences: I’m as…as… 
Ex) I’m as quick as a cricket.
                                     I’m as slow as a snail…etc…



	Materials: Quick as a Cricket book, CD, Animal cards, a bag, Dartboard, Alphabet magnets, Worksheets, Candy



	Aims/Objectives: Children will be able to express their feelings and say the adjectives in their daily life. They will learn the opposite adjectives. And they will also learn grammar, the positive degree ‘as…as’ naturally through a book, a song and games.



	Assumptions: Children learned animals before. They also know numbers, colors, body parts, places and prepositions. They know grammar, the present continuous ‘be…ing.’



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions: They might not know some animals but they could know them through a book with pictures. They couldn’t understand ‘as…as’ sentences at first, but they would know and say the sentences by listening and reading repeatedly.

Is he jumping over the cricket? Can you say the title? (Quick as a cricket) Right, that boy will travel with us, too! Let’s go inside the story land. Here we go~! (Pretend not to open the book) Oh…I can’t open the door! We need to say the magic words! 
I’ll say ‘Abracatabra~Yab!’ and then you guys say ‘Open sesame!’ Ready? (Yes!) Abracatabra~Yab! ‘Open sesame!’

	Wow~! Let’s say ‘hello’ to the boy. (Hello~) Hello, I’m as quick as a cricket. How many crickets do you see? (Three) Yhh~ they look creepy! Let’s follow him~! I’m as slow as a snail. Look at the next page. There are many ants. Look at him. He’s small now! I’m as small as an ant. Wow! What’s this? Right, it’s a whale. I’m as large as a whale. Where does it live? We learned it last class. Good~, in the ocean. And what else do you see? Nice! Here’s a boat! And I can see a beautiful golden sunset, too! Let’s move it. Oh…he’s crying. Can you guess why he’s crying? Maybe something sad happened to him. Where is he now? Right, in the bedroom. And what is it with him? It’s a dog, basset. I’m as sad as a basset. But now? I’m as happy as a lark. Close your eyes and imagine the song of the bird. Open your eyes. I like his smile. Let’s smile all together~! And what’s next? (peeking) (Rabbit~)Really? Wow~ They are so cute! They look so soft. How many bunnies are here? (five bunnies) I’m as nice as a bunny. Next, oh~ It’s scary! What’s this? It’s a shark. It’s eating other fish now. (Scaring) I’m as mean as a shark. And I’m as cold as a toad. Where does the toad live? In the river. Let’s turn over the next page. Wow, it looks so hot!  What ate the people doing? They are riding horses. Oh…poor…one guy is falling! And what animal is with him? It’s a fox. It’s sweating. I’m as hot as a fox. And they are cute kittens! 1, 2, 3, 4, 5! 5 kittens. I’m as weak as a kitten. What’s next? (peeking again) Right, it’s an ox! I’m as strong as an ox. And I’m as loud as a lion. (loud voice) I’m as quiet as a clam. (whispering) Can you say what this is again? It’s a clam, right. Next, I’m as tough as a rhino. Where is he? He’s on the rhino. And I’m as gentle as a lamb. There are many flowers. What color are these flowers? Yellow~ Uhmm~ It’s licking his cheek. Now, it’s dark here. What’s this? (It’s a tiger.) I’m as brave as a tiger. Let’s turn over the next page. He’s hiding in the shell looking the fish. What’s hiding, too? It’s a shrimp. I’m as shy as a shrimp. And look at him. He looks like a gentleman. What’s he doing? He’s drinking tea. I’m as tame as a poodle. Next, wow! Here’s a jungle. There are many chimps. I’m as wild as a chimp. (chimp sound) And I’m as lazy as a lizard. He’s closing his eyes and feeling the breeze maybe. But, now I’m as busy as a bee. They are working hard. What color is this flower? (Pink) Put it all together. Wow~! There are many pictures on the wall! And you’ve got me!

	This time let’s listen and sing together. Do you like this song? 
Okay, now we’re gonna play a memory game. Look at the board. What’s after a cricket? Raise your hand? And what can you put in here?(snail, whale, lark, shark, fox, ox, clam, lamb. Shrimp, chimp, bee) Good job~!
Now let’s play a pantomime game. I’ll explain the game. There are animal cards in this bag. You guys come up here one by one. And draw a lot in this bag then do a pantomime of your animal. The rest of you answer the animal. And the person did a pantomime have to say the right sentence. I’ll show you first. (demo)
Very good. Now let’s play a dart game. There’s a dart board. I have many questions. Low scores have easy questions. High scores have difficult questions. When you answer the question right, you get the score.
10- Who is quick? 20- Who is slow?
30- Who is small? 40- Who is large?
50- Who is sad?   60- Who is happy?

70- Who is nice?  80- Who is mean?

90- Who is cold? 100- Who is hot?

110- Who is weak? 120- Who is strong?

130- Who is loud?  140- Who is quiet?

150- Who is tough? 160- Who is gentle?

170- Who is brave? 180- Who is shy?

190- Who is tame?   500- Make a sentence with a lizard. 

Next, we’re gonna play a spelling game. Let’s make two teams. Look at the board. There are many alphabets. I’ll say the words. And you guys have to make the opposite word as fast as you can. I’ll give some candy to the winners! (slow, happy, hot, quiet, shy)
This time let’s make three teams. I’ll give you word cards to each team. And I’ll make animal sounds. You have to make the right sentences with filling in the blanks as fast as you can. When you finished, say your team name loudly.
This is the last activity today. I’ll give you some paper. Let’s choose an animal and draw your own picture using ‘I’m as…as …’
