	Aims:

-Main aim: Students will improve their listening skills by talking about a Blind date
-Secondary aim: Students will learn vocabulary and expressions for describing their character and relationships by completing an idioms 
-Personal aim: I want to make them introduce themselves freely whenever they go and make them understand what others say more.

	Language Skills:
Listening: Students will listen to the speakers’ short speeches about themselves  
Reading: Students will read Idioms worksheet 

Speaking: Students will speak during discussion as a group and Introduction about themselves
Writing: Students will write detail (dictation) also when creating speakers’ profile

Phonology: listening to the dialog from a story.
Lexis: new words of idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

	Problem
	Solution

	1. Students may not be able to connect idiom to appropriate meaning when they do idiom game.

2. Sudents may need more time to work on idioms in group 

3. If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated 

	1. I can give them few hint to help searching meaning

2. If it takes 5minutes more, first cut the discussion and make them present their results and then give answer.

3.  Ask many students as possible about their idea of a good partner for life.

	Idioms
Instruction 

First, we are going to have Idiom game. It’ll be helpful to introduce yourself when you have a blind date. Please, Work in Group. I’ll divide the class 3 group. You are A, You B, You C. Please each person gather by the group you belong.
From now on for 5 minute, Match the first part of each sentence with the second part containing idioms. Write the letter “a,b,c” the letter containing appropriate meaning in left empty boxes. First, I’ll give you example.
Demonstration

Look at #1 … “right, it runs in our family.” So put the letter “j” in the box next to number 1. 
You have 5 minutes. When I say go, then Start!

ICQ

Are you going to start

Before I say “Go”? 

Are you going to start when I give you paper? 

What are you going to do?

Who are you working with?

How many times do you have?

(After Distributing the worksheet)

Start Boom!
Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.
Give time warning : 5 minutes left.

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it. 

Check answers: 

make a representative of each group write results on the board.

And then let them know answers.

-Go through the idioms group by group

-Elicit the meaning from students

-Explain the meaning if necessary

	Procedure:

1. Prediction 

Students express first impression of them and their thoughts freely.
2. Listening for the Main Idea
Students write answers as they listen.
All Students present the information of speaker 1 that they heard one by one. 

(same for speakers 2~4)
and they compare the answers individually.

Check the answers while listening to the tracks last time. If there is anything missing, say “Bee!” out loud.
3. Application

Make two row and seat on the row of group they belong 

Students introduce themselves to opposite side person for 40 seconds, then move seat to leftward. 

Answer randomly 


	1. Prediction
Instructions

(Put the pictures of the speakers on the board) From now We are going to have a blind date. Look at these pictures. These are the 4 speakers that you will listen to. What’s your first impression of them? What do you think their personality is like?

2. Listening for the Main Idea

Instructions
Now listen to the speakers one by one this time. According to items on the sheet, Please Write down each person’s characteristics as you listen. It’s a dictation. Work individually. I’ll give you 3 minutes
ICQ

What are you going to do?
Are you working individually?

How many time do you have?
(Distribute the worksheet)

Play track 1

(Follow the same cycle until finished with track 4)

Do you want to listen again?
●Yes -> Have them listen one more time.

●No->Have them present what they get information in order.

Check answers:

Now let’s present each person’s information you get one by one.  Which information did you get of speaker 1?

(same for speakers 2~4)

(Listen to all)

Check the answers as a whole class Listen to the tracks one last time. 

If there is anything missing: pause the CD right there and let students say “Bee!” out loud.

Investigate all 4 profile.

3. Application

Instructions

From now We are going to date in this class ourselves. Consider we meet one another at the first time, please introduce each other. According to this worksheet, you can introduce yourself for 40 seconds

(Distribute the worksheet)

For this, First I will divide two group. You’re A, you B. Make two row, and A group seat this side, B group seat another side. If you finish your introduction to opposite side person, move your seat to leftward. Are you ready? When I say go, then Start!
