	Materials:

· Visual of “Blind Date”
· Vocabulary Worksheet

· Idioms Worksheet

· 3 sets of Idioms and meaning cards
	· Blind Date Profile Sheet

· Pictures of 4 speakers

· Listening Worksheet

· White Board, Board Markers, Tape


	Aims:

· Main Aim: Ss will improve their listening skills through discussions of Blind Dates. 
· Secondary Aim:
a. Ss will learn vocabulary and expressions by completing an idioms matching worksheet.

b. Ss will practice listening and new vocabulary/expressions by listening to profiles of 4 different people and filling out the Blind Date Profile Sheet.

c. Ss will practice listening and speaking by experiencing a speed date activity with their classmates.

· Personal Aim:
a. I want to deliver better instructions, and speak in a louder and clearer voice.


	Language Skills:

· Listening: Ss will practice listening by listening to profiles of 4 people and their classmates.
· Speaking: Ss will practice speaking by working in groups to finish the idioms matching worksheet, and by delivering their own profiles to classmates during the speed date activity.
· Reading: Ss will practice reading by reading different speaker’s profiles.
· Writing: Ss will practice writing by filling out their own Blind Date Profile Sheet.


	Language Systems:

· Phonology: none to discuss
· Lexis: idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations
· Grammar: none to discuss
· Function: self-PR and advertisement for a lifetime partner
· Discourse: none to discuss


	Assumptions:

· Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· Most Ss have been on a blind date, or at least know what a blind date is.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

· Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily.
· Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
· Ss may need more time to work on the idioms.

· If time is short.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

· Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content.
· Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

· If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.

· Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 Ss to share their opinions about what’s most important in a lifetime partner.

· Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea of a good partner in life, and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse.

	Lead-In

	Materials: Ice, Cup

	Time
	Set Up
	Procedure

	2 min
	Whole class
	Holding ice in cup,

“Hello everyone.  How’s everyone doing today?  Now, can anyone guess what’s in this cup?  I’m going to ask everyone to trust me and relay this item along your classmates until it returns back to me.  But I want to see how fast this can be done.”
ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) Are you going to do this as fast as you can? 

“So where should I start?”
Choose one side of the classroom and pass item on to first student.  Have Ss relay the item until it arrives to the other end of the class and back into the cup.

“So, it took ~ seconds/minutes.  Good job everyone!  I hope the ice woke everyone up!  So now, let’s begin today’s class.”

	Pre-Activity

	Materials: Idioms Worksheet

                 3 sets of cut out Idioms and meanings.

	10 min
	3 groups
	Divide class into 3 groups and have each group sit together.

“Now, I’m going to give each group a set of idioms and meanings.  Try to match each idiom with its meaning.  You’ll have 5 minutes to match all 18, but I don’t want you to start until I say “Go.”

ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time to you have?

3) Are you working individually or in groups?
After Ss have had time to match the idioms with the meanings, hand out Idioms Worksheet and have them write their answers.

“Now I’m going to hand each group a worksheet.  Write your group’s answers on the worksheet.”

Then have one member from each group come up and board their answers.

“Next I want one member from each group to come up and write your answers on the board.”

Go over answers and any idioms Ss might have found confusing.


	Main Activity

	Materials: Listening Worksheet, Visual of Blind Date,
Pictures of David, Judy, Chris, and Sandra
Listening Script:

1) 1 complete Listening Script,
2) 1 cut out script for each speaker: Judy, Chris, and Sandra

	15 min
	Whole class
	“Okay, now do you know what you call a date when you don’t know the person you’re going to date with?  You’re meeting someone for the first time, and you don’t know much about that person.”

Show visual and try to elicit “Blind Date.”

CCQ:

1) If you’re on a blind date do you know the person you’re meeting?

2) Are you meeting that person for the first time if you’re on a blind date?

“Here’s David.  What do you think about David?”

Show picture of David and have Ss predict about him.

“I’m going to read you David’s profile.  While listening to his profile, try to write as many things about David as you can in the 1st Speaker section of this Listening Worksheet, I’m going to hand out.”

ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) Are you working in groups or individually?

3) Are you going to write your notes in the 1st speaker section?

Hand out Listening Worksheet.

Read David’s profile.

Repeat script about 3 times.

Ask each student to share one characteristic of David with the class.

“So OO, what did you learn about David?”

Show pictures of Judy, Chris, and Sandra and have Ss predict about the 3 speakers.

“Here’s Judy/Chris/Sandra.  What can you tell about her/him?”

Divide class into 3 groups and give each group a different speaker’s profile.

“Now, I’m going to give each group profiles of Judy, Chris, and Sandra.  I want each group member to read 1 sentence and pass the script to the next member.  Rotate the script within your group until the whole script is read.  Meanwhile, other groups will take notes about the speaker individually.”

After each speaker’s profile has been read, have other Ss share notes they’ve taken and move on to next speaker.


	Post Activity

	Materials: Personal Blind Date Profile Sheet

	Whole class
	“Now I want you to fill in your own Personal Blind Date Profile Sheets.  I’ll give you one minute to fill it out and you’ll be working individually, but I don’t want you to start until I say “Go!”
ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time to you have?

3) Are you working individually?

4) Are you going to start as soon as I give you the Profile Sheet?

5) Are you going to start when I say “Go!”?

Hand out Profile Sheets.

“Go!”

After a minute, 

“Now I’m going to divide you into 2 groups.”

Go around the class saying “A” and “B” to divide class into 2 groups.

“Now all the A’s will sit on this side of the room and all the B’s will be sitting on this side.  Please sit face to face with the other group.”

Classroom is rearranged to have desks facing each other so that Ss from groups A and B can sit face to face.

“Now, group A, I’m going to give 40 seconds to introduce yourselves to your partners in group B.  All the members from group A will be speaking together while partners from group B will only be listening.  When 40 seconds is done you’ll each move down a seat to change partners.  Remember Ss from group B will only be listening.”

ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time do you have?

3) Are you working as a group?

4) Will group B be speaking as well?

“Now, begin!”

Count 40 seconds and then have Ss move down a seat to change partners and repeat this so that group A Ss have introduced themselves to each member of group B.  Then, have group B introduce themselves to group A while group A remains seated and listens.

“So, you’ve all experienced what it’s like to be on a speed date.  Have any of you been able to find a compatible partner?”

Have Ss share their findings, if they’ve been able to find a partner they felt compatible to themselves.

“Well, that’s the end of our speed date today, and I hope you’ve all enjoyed this activity.  Now you may return to your original seats.”

	Whole Class
	“Now that we’ve kind of experienced a blind date, I’ll be handing out a worksheet with vocabulary related to relationships.  You’ll have 1 minute to fill in the blanks but I don’t want you to start until I say “Go!”

ICQ’s:

1) So what are you going to do?

2) How much time do you have?

3) Are you going to work on this worksheet in groups?

4) Are you going to start when I say “Go!”?

Hand worksheets out.

“Go!”

After a minute, pick 3 Ss to read each sentence from worksheet.

“Good job everyone!  Well, that concludes our class for today.  Enjoy your rest of the day~!”
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
