	Aims:

· Main aims: To enables Ss to improve their listening skills by talking about blind date
· Second aims:  Ss practice listening to real-life speech of people with various accents, learning vocabulary and expressions for describing one’s character and relationships by completing an idioms matching worksheet
-  Personal aims: I want to reduce TTT
                             I want to improve my skills for giving Ss explicit ICQ andCCQ

                             I want to  improve my time management skill




	Language Skills:

Reading: Ss will read idioms worksheet
Listening: Ss will listen to the speakers’ shot speeches about themselves and 

what kind of partner they’re looking for

           Speaking: Ss will speak their prediction and comparing answers within groups
           Writing: Ss will dictate the details of listening and create blind date’s profile





	Language Systems:
Lexis: idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations
Function: self- PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner
Structure: relative clauses (usage of who)

Grammatical: none to discuss



	Assumptions:

· Ss may be on open-minded
· All students are single and colleagues ( Age 21 and up) 
· most of students have been on a blind date
· Ss know the teaching pattern of the teacher



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily
· Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist  of the content

SS may not be able to pick up details from the listening

· Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

Ss may need more time to work on the idioms

· If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having Ss write them on the board

If time is short

· Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 Ss to share their opinions about what’s most important in a lifetime partner

If Ss finishes their tasks earlier than anticipated

· Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse
