	Aims:

· Main Aim: Ss will improve their speaking skills through discussions of feelings and emotions. 
· Secondary Aim:  Ss will improve their vocabulary by working on a worksheet with vocabulary about feelings and emotions, and will also improve their writing, listening, and speaking skills through writing and practicing dialogues with a partner.
· Personal Aim:  I want to deliver better instructions, speak in a louder and clearer voice, and make a more enjoyable learning environment.


	Language Skills:

· Listening: Ss will practice listening by listening to an example dialogue and then listening to other classmate’s dialogues.
· Speaking: Ss will practice speaking by practicing their own situation dialogues in pairs.
· Reading: Ss will practice reading by working on the Emotions/Feelings vocabulary worksheet.
· Writing: Ss will practice writing by writing their own situation dialogues with a partner and filling out the Lottery worksheet.


	Language Systems:

· Phonology: none to discuss
· Lexis: words or expressions used to define emotions or feelings
· Grammar: none to discuss
· Function: expressing emotions and feelings
· Discourse: none to discuss


	Assumptions:

· Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· Ss have bought lottery tickets before or at least know how it’s done.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

· Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
· Ss may need more time to work on the vocabulary worksheet.

· If time is short.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

· Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play), and repeat.
· If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students read each sentence.

· Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 1~2 Ss to share how they would spend their prize money.

· Ask Ss what they would do if they bought the lottery ticket with a friend or as a group.  Would they evenly divide the prize money, or would they try to keep it a secret?

	Greeting the Ss,
“Hello everyone.  How’s everyone doing today?  Anything special happen during your weekend or week so far?

Well, something’s happened to me.  I just found out yesterday that my Eustachian tube isn’t functioning properly.  The Eustachian tube is a tube between the nose and middle ear and it’s supposed to equalize the air pressure in your ear.  So when you’re flying on an airplane or going up a mountain you get that awkward feeling in your ear and if you swallow or yawn you get back to normal again, that’s what your Eustachian tube does.  Well, anyway, during the past few days I felt something might be wrong because I was hearing muffled sounds, I couldn’t even hear myself properly.  I felt as if I was in an airplane, and swallowing or yawning didn’t seem to help.  So I decided to go to the clinic yesterday, and found out that my Eustachian tube wasn’t functioning as it should.  If the normal air pressure in the ear is around 10, the air pressure in my right ear is -120 and -60 in my left, so I’m way off, and the difference between my 2 ears is another factor that affecting my hearing.  So, I have this awkward feeling, and from time to time, I feel that my ears are getting swollen up, which is kind of irritating as well, and it’s also kind of frustrating because I can’t hear clearly.  But at least it’s not painful or anything.  Anyway, I’ve finally got medication for this, and sooner or later I’ll be back to normal.
Write words “awkward, irritating, frustrating” on board and ask Ss if they can guess what today’s topic will be.
“Today we’re going to discuss emotions, or feelings.  So what other feelings or emotions might there be?”
Board other words listed by Ss.

	Pairs
	Show visual of expression ‘long face.’
“What expression do you think this picture is trying to describe?  There’s a horse sitting at the bar with a bottle of beer, and the bartender asked him a question to which he replied,” Thanks for the concern, but I’m fine.”  What do you suppose the bartender asked?

Elicit ‘long face/wear a long face/pull a long face/Why the long face?’
When someone is told that they resemble a horse, what is the speaker trying to say?  When you have that look on your face, what expression would you use?  What’s another way of saying ‘wearing a long face’?”
CCQ’s:

1) When someone’s pulling a long face, are they actually grabbing and pulling something?

2) If someone is pulling a long face would that person be sad or depressed?

“Great, so now, we’re going to look at some more words we can use to express our feelings.  But before we do that, I’m going to pair you up.”
Use ‘long’ and ‘face’ to divide class and have ‘long’ Ss move 3 seats clockwise to make new pairs.

“Now, I’m going to hand out a worksheet with words you can use to express emotions or feelings. You’ll have 3 minutes to match all 20 in pairs, but I don’t want you to start until I say “Go.”

ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time to you have?

3) Are you working individually or in pairs?
After Ss have had time to work on the worksheet in pairs, go around classroom and have Ss read one sentence each and compare answers.
“Starting from OO, let’s each read one sentence and compare our answers.”

Go over answers and any questions Ss might have found confusing.
Conclude activity and have Ss return to their original seats.

“Do you have any questions regarding this worksheet?  Okay, you may all return to your original seats now.”

	“Okay, I’m going to have you listen to a dialogue between speakers A and B.  Listen to what emotions the speakers might be feeling and what the partner is doing to comfort the other.”
Read dialogue and go over following questions.

1) What emotion do you think A might be feeling?

2) What is B doing to cheer him up?
3) How’s B feeling?
4) What’s A doing to comfort him?
Hand out copy of script and divide class in half.  Half reads A, the other reads B.
“Now, does everyone have a copy of the script?  This side of the room will be A, and this side will be B.  So, let’s go over the script together, starting with A.”
Have Ss pick a situation from a box (or paper cup) and have Ss read their situations.
“Now, pick a piece of paper and you’ll find a situation written on it.  Starting from OO, let’s share our situations with the rest of the class.”
Pair Ss using colored paper.
“Now, pick another piece of paper.  This time, you’ll see a color.  The person who has picked the same color is your partner.  So, find your partner and sit together.”
After Ss are seated with their partner,
“Now, with your partner, make your own dialogues using the situation you’ve picked.  Ask each other why they’re feeling the way they are, and share your partner’s feeling either by consolidation or maybe just a simple agreement.  You’ll have 3 minutes to prepare your dialogues.”
Hand out blank paper to each pair while going over ICQ’s:

1) What are you doing?

2) How much time do you have?

3) Are you working individually?

Have Ss work on dialogues for 3 minutes and then go around the classroom and share their dialogues.

“Time’s up!  Now, let’s share our dialogues.”
Ask for any questions, and then have Ss return to their original seats.

	Whole class
	“Now I want you to imagine you’ve won the lottery, first prize, with enough prize money to do whatever you want.  I’m going to hand out a worksheet which has 2 sections.  In the top section, write what emotions might occur should you win the lottery.  You can put multiple emotions; for example…  I would feel excited because I’d be able to buy whatever I want to and yet I’d also be kind of anxious because I’d never managed that kind of money before and I’d also have to worry about what people close to me would expect once they found out I had won the lottery.  In the bottom section, write what you would do with the prize money and try to be as specific as possible.  You’ll have 3 minutes to fill it out and you’ll be working individually, but I don’t want you to start until I say “Go!”
ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time to you have?

3) Are you working individually?

4) Are you going to start as soon as I give you the worksheet?

5) Are you going to start when I say “Go!”?

Hand out Lottery Worksheets.

“Go!”

After 3 minutes, if time permits, go around room and have Ss share what they’ve written.  If not, just pick on 1 or 2 Ss to share what they’ve written.
“Now let’s go around the room and share what we’ve written down.”
Error correction: review any errors, or unscramble “lucky”
“Well, I hope imagining about winning the lottery has kind of brightened everyone up!  This concludes our class for today, but before I let you go, I’d like you to look at the paper I handed out when you were asked to write your dialogues.  On the back you’ll find the lyrics for ‘Zip a Dee Doo Dah.’  Most of you will probably know the song or at least have heard the song since it’s been used as the opening theme medley for the Wonderful World of Disney Television program, but it was originally from an animated movie “Song of the South.”  Anyway, this is a song we can sing when we’re happy, or when we want to feel happy.  So, Zip a Dee Doo Dah everyone, and have a nice day!  Bye~”
