Like before, when we say a noun, we use “a”, “an” and “the” with a noun. 
We call this as an article.

First the good news is that there are only three articles in English a, an and the.
 It is divided into two types, indefinite 'a' and 'an' or definite 'the'. You also need to know when not to use an article. The bad news is that their use is complex.
Eliciting

Do you know the difference between “a/“an” and “ the”? 
Some answer from students.

Instruction

For singular countable nouns(attach the word on the board), we use “a/an” and “the”.

The origin of “an” is from any->one->uni. But when we use “an” with consonant “n” together, there is a confliction. N repeat twice. So “an” is used with only vowel sound of noun. For consonant sound of noun, we use “a”. 
As you can see, “a” is from any and one. So it means unspecified one.
So we use “a” for unspecified one.

For example, you will buy a cat today. (attach the picture of cats on the board)
Which one do you want to buy? This one? This one? Maybe this one.
It is not specific one. So, you can use “a” 
Also it is from uni. Uni means united things. So it represents the noun sometimes.

For example

Save a cat = it doesn’t mean one cat. It represents all cats like the pictures on the board
Also we use “The” for singular countable nouns for specific one.

At the beginning, I said “I bought a cat”. First I used “a” because you don’t know which one I am talking about. But and then, I said “the cat is really cute”. After I mentioned, we use “the” because now you know which one I am talking about.
For plural countable nouns, zero article or “the” can be used. (attach the word on the board),
For example bananas or the bananas. 

Like before, we use “ the” for specified plural countable nouns and do not use any article for unspecified plural countable nouns. 
For uncountable nouns, take “the” for specified nouns or the zero article for unspecified noun. (attach the word on the board),  For example water and the water.
Also I should mention that there is always an exception.
Please remember that we use “the” at the specific word such as river, ocean, channel, nation, instrument, etc.

We will practice the articles.
First, I will make a team with 4people.

And I will give you the word cards, “a”, “an”, “the” and “x” and sticker  for each team.
Please one person take one article.
So when I read one sentence, and there is a beep sound. Then the person who has the correct answer should be stand up and the left should be sit down. And shout your team name, then you get one point. And then please write down the noun on the sticker and attach it on the board under the correct article.

For example

If I say “I ate ………apple yesterday.

Then the person with “an” should be stand up and the left should be sit down. Please shout your team name and answer. Then write down the apple on your sticker and attach it under the “an” article on the board.

Instruction
