	Aims:
1. Main Aim
· To be able to understand and use correct vocabulary and expressions at a beauty salon by learning through listening practice of related conversation, working on worksheets and going through role playing
2. Secondary Aims

· To grow listening abilities by picking up details from the fast-paced real-life conversation and answering detailed questions on worksheets

· To become confident in speaking by pair or group discussions and presenting own role plays in front of class
3. Personal Aim
· To build strong presence throughout the lesson by making enough eye contacts and raising voice



	Language Skills:
1. Listening – The conversation about having a hair cut at a beauty salon , Pair/group talk about guiding questions, Vocab & expressions from T & Ss
2. Reading – Fill in the blank worksheet, Multiple choice worksheet 
3. Speaking – Sharing answers within pairs/groups and to class, Presenting a role play in front of class
4. Writing – Dictation(fill in the blank), Role play script, Multiple choice worksheet



	Language Systems:
1. Phonology – Practicing 5 new vocab 
2. Lexis – Trim, Adjustments, Butcher, Prank, In charge
3. Grammar – Learning expressions using new vocab (Get hair trimmed, Make adjustments, Butchered it, Pull a prank, Be in charge) and making sentences using the expressions
4. Function – Listening to the conversation of asking for a hair cut, Role play 
5. Disclose – Discussions, Role play



	Assumptions:
1. Ss have been to beauty salons and know what kind of conversations take place between a beautician and a customer.
2. Ss are able to communicate effectively using complex sentence forms but show some sensitivity to using the language appropriately in specialized language situations, such as in a beauty salon.

3. Ss are aware of the seating arrangement – Horseshoe.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
1. Language:
-   If Ss find it difficult to follow the conversation, follow the task-feedback circle.
->Let Ss listen to the conversation CD again until they get the gist of the content.

· If Ss are not able to pick up details from the listening, chunk the listening.

->Pause-play-pause-play

2. Time:

· In case the lesson does not meet the required time limit, make SOS plan:

->If time is short, let Ss present their team’s role play next time.
->If time is left, ask Ss do worksheet.

1. Where and how often do you usually have a haircut?
2. Does anybody cut your hair on your own?  How many of you have a haircut at a beauty salon?

3. Are you usually satisfied with the outcome of your hair?
Tell T’s own experience of having a disastrous or successful haircut 
(-> Share my disastrous haircut experience in Thailand.)

	Hand out Guiding Questions.  Ask Ss to talk in pairs.  Give them 3 minutes.
Ask Ss to introduce each other’s interesting stories to class.
Tell Ss that they will learn about new vocab before listening to a conversation.

Teach key vocabs:
1. Take off a blank sheet of paper that is hiding a picture flashcard on the board (Present a picture)
2. Ask Ss to guess the vocab

3. Take off a blank sheet of paper that is hiding a word flashcard on the board (Present the word)

4. Explain the meaning of the word

5. Say the word while teaching the syllables by clapping

6. Repeat 2 more times and ask Ss to follow each time

7. Show pre-written sentence example for each word on the board and let Ss read after T.
Expressions, using each new word, are underlined.  Explain shortly.
<T’s sentence examples>

1) Trim:

He got his hair trimmed yesterday at a beauty salon.
2) Adjustments:

Please wait a minute. I need to make a few adjustments to the equipment before we begin.
3) Butcher:

My brother tried to cut his own hair with school scissors and without a mirror, and he really butchered it badly.
4) Prank:

My sister pulled a prank on me by drawing pictures all over my body when I was sleeping last night.
5) In charge:

She is in charge of the new project.
8. Divide class into groups of 3 (4 for the last group).  Ask per group to come up with 2 new sentences.  Tell Ss to use the learnt expressions above in their sentences.  After 2 minutes, ask each team to share their sentences by going around the class from the right corner.
9. Go on with teaching the rest of vocab, by repeating from Step 1 to 8.

	[Listening Activity]
Give instructions:

(Say each step with clear gesture, as to demonstrate.)

1. You will get a fill-in-the-blank worksheet first and listen to a conversation that took place in a beauty salon.

2. You will be listening to the conversation two times.  The first time, only focus on listening.  Do not write down anything.  The second time, try to fill in the blanks on the worksheet while listening.

3. You will get 1 more minute to finish the worksheet after listening.

Do ICQs:

1. How many times will you hear the conversation?

2. Do you work on your worksheet from the first time?

3. Will you get more time to finish up your worksheet afterwards?

Hand out the worksheet.  Give Ss 1 minute to read through.

Play the CD one time.

Ask questions:

1. What did the customer want?

2. Was the customer nervous?  Why so?

Ask Ss to work on the worksheet and play the CD one more time.
Demonstrate the first part of fill-in-the-blank worksheet.  Ask Ss to finish up the worksheet in 1 more minute.  Divide class into groups of 3 and let Ss share the answers.  Give them 2 minutes.  Monitor discreetly.
Ask each team, starting from the middle group, to tell an answer and go around the class.  
Give feedback.
Hand out post-questions.  Ask Ss to talk in the same groups.  Give them 3 minutes.
Ask each team, starting from the left corner, to share answers and go around the class.  Give feedback.

	[Role Play]
Give instructions:

(Say each step with clear gesture, as to demonstrate.)

1. You will do your own role playing now.

2. You will work in pairs.  One person becomes a customer and the other person becomes a beautician.

3. You will come up with your own scenario at a beauty salon.  The conversation should be around 2 minutes.

4. You will be given 3 minutes to prepare.  When finished, each team will come up and present in front of class.

Do ICQs:

1. What do you have to do?

2. How long does your conversation be?

3. How long do you have to prepare your role play?

Let Ss begin.  Move around class to check if each team correctly understood the task and is on the right track.

When time’s up, ask each team, starting from the left corner, to come up to front and present.  Give feedback to each team.

Ask wrap-up questions:

1. Do you now know what to say when you want to have a hair cut at a beauty salon in an English-speaking country?
2. What vocab did you learn today?
3. Have you learnt anything else?
Give feedback.
[SOS Activity]
Hand out worksheet with multiple choices.  Ask Ss to work on it individually and share answers with class.
If there is no time, give the prepared worksheet as homework.
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
