	Aims:
1. Main Aim
· To increase awareness and understand about American culture, in terms of behavior and etiquette, by discussing and role playing how American people’s speech or actions differ from Koreans in certain situations
2. Secondary Aims

· To improve teamwork and cooperation through group discussions and role playing to the class

· To increase students’ abilities to adapt to different situations and communicate effectively in an English environment
3. Personal Aim
· To be concise and speak slowly throughout the lesson to deliver my ideas and material clearly



	Language Skills:
1. Listening – Listening to T’s speech, pair/group talk about w/s, learning new vocab items from T
2. Reading – W/s, SOS discussion sheet
3. Speaking – Sharing answers within pairs/groups and to class, presenting a role play in front of class
4. Writing – W/s, role play script



	Language Systems:
1. Phonology – T sound from tip, u sound from culture, sh sound from shock, que sound from etiquette
2. Lexis – Tip culture, culture shock, etiquette
3. Grammar – Phrasing expressions, such as ‘thank you’ and ‘excuse me’, correctly 
4. Function – Providing expression examples in particular situations, like <saying ‘sorry’ or ‘excuse me’ when bumped into another person> and <saying ‘bless you’ when somebody near sneezes.>
5. Discourse – Discussions, role play



	Assumptions:
1. Ss are not well aware of American culture, in terms of manners and etiquette.
2. Ss are able to communicate effectively using complex sentence forms but show some sensitivity to using the language appropriately in specialized language situations, such as when expressing cultural behavior or etiquette.
3. Ss are aware of the seating arrangement – Horseshoe.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
1. Language:
-   If Ss find it difficult to understand the situations on the w/s, explain each part more in detail with examples.
-   If Ss ask other American behavior or etiquette that T is not aware of, tell Ss to look for the answer as homework.  T also searches for information and get back to Ss next time.
2. Time:

· In case the lesson does not meet the required time limit, make an SOS plan:

->If time is short, ask the remaining groups to role play next time.
->If time is left, let Ss discuss on SOS questions.

Ask Ss:

Can you think of any cultural behavior differences, in terms of etiquette, between Korea and America?
Group Ss in pairs.  Ask them to discuss their own experiences.  For those who do not have personal experiences, ask them to think about situations from movies, news or just their own thoughts.
After 2 minutes, ask each pair, starting from the right corner, to tell their answers.

	Give instructions:

1. You will get a w/s called ‘Be an American manners detective.’  
2. Detective means a person who tries to look for and find information not easily available to the public or discover matters of secrecy.

3. Firstly, please work on only Part A.  Choose what you think are the proper etiquette in America.  Please pick as many as you think are correct.
4. Work individually.  You will get 2 minutes to finish Part A.
Ask ICQs while handing out the w/s.

1. Are you going to pick those ones you consider are good manners in Korea?

2. Will you only do part A of the w/s now?

Give Ss some time to read through.  

Then, T demonstrates the first example from the w/s.
After 2 minutes, ask Ss to discuss in groups of 3.  Give them 2 minutes.
Ask each group, starting from the left corner, to tell one answer with an explanation.  Go around class to get all the answers.  Give feedback.

Ask Ss to work on part B of the w/s in groups of 3.  Tell them they have 2 minutes to discuss.

T demonstrates an example:

I want to bring the friendly greeting gesture to Korea.  Saying hi and exchanging smiles when your eyes meet with a stranger.  I think it would make Korea a more friendly society.

After 2 minutes, ask each group, starting from the middle, to share their thoughts with class.
Give feedback.

	Give instructions:
1. You will do your own role playing now.

2. You will work in groups of 3.  Put yourselves in any of the situations discussed earlier today or you can come up with a new example of situation.
3. Demonstrate:  For instance, person A can be a taxi driver and person B, a customer.  They can make a conversation based on my personal experience I have told you about in the beginning of the class.
4. The conversation should be around one to two minutes.

5. If your conversation is shorter than a minute, prepare one more role playing with a different example.  Try to have at least one minute of role playing in total.
6. You will be given 3 minutes to prepare.  When finished, each team will come up and present in front of class.

Ask ICQs:

1. What do you have to do?

2. How long does your conversation be?

3. How much time do you have to prepare your role play?

Let Ss begin.  Move around class to check if each team correctly understood the task and is on the right track.

When time’s up, ask each team, starting from the right corner, to come up to front and present.  
Give feedback to each team.

Ask wrap-up questions:

1. Did you get better understanding of American culture in terms of behavior and etiquette?
2. Do you now know what to say or how to act in the learnt situations when you visit America?
3. Do you have any comments or want to share more ideas about today’s topic?

Give feedback.
