	Materials: Handout on adverb, one stack of verb cards, one stack of adverb cards, Ann’s diary, blank sheets of paper, w/s



	Aims:
1. Main Aim
· To be able to identify adverbs and use them correctly in a sentence by learning through picking out adverbs in a story, categorizing by the means and writing own diaries.
2. Secondary Aims

· To to widen their vocabulary knowledge about personality and characteristic adjectives. 
· To become confident in speaking by pair or group discussions and presenting own diaries in front of class
3. Personal Aim
· To be explicit throughout the lesson, especially on giving instructions, because the activities could be difficult to understand for some Ss. 



	Language Skills:
1. Listening – T’s explanation on adverb, pair/group talk on activities
2. Reading – T’s writing on the board, Charades’ cards, Ann’s diary, w/s 
Speaking – Sharing answers within pairs/groups and to class
3. Writing – Picking out and categorizing adverbs in Ann’s diary, writing own diaries w/s



	Language Systems:
1. Phonology – Practicing the sounds of ch sound of Charades, di sound of diary and gly sound of interestingly
2. Lexis – Charades, diary, interestingly
3. Grammar – Picking out and categorizing adverbs in a sentence

4. Function – N/A 
5. Discourse – Discussions on activities



	Assumptions:
1. Ss understand the basics of adverb by learning about the meaning and its role in the previous class.
2. Ss already know the meanings of all the adverbs and verbs used in the lesson.
3. Ss are aware of the seating arrangement – Horseshoe.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
1. Language:
-   Ss might not understand several vocab items on the text, so inform Ss in the previous class to bring a dictionary for this lesson.
· If Ss have a difficulty understanding the instructions on Charades, speak more slowly and repeat.  Also, ask more ICQs and do more demonstrations.
2. Time:

· In case the lesson does not meet the required time limit, make SOS plan:

->If time is short, let Ss finish working on Ann’s diary next class.
->If time is left, give Ss some time to work on their own diary, and do w/s.

	Ask lead-in questions:
1. How did you guys sleep last night?  Well?  
2. How did you wake up this morning?  I woke up happily, thinking about coming to Times Media. 
Ask the students to choose two adjectives from each group which they think describe their personality and write them on a piece of paper. Collect their suggestions and read them loud to see which traits are the most often mentioned. aExtension: read the suggestions one by one and ask the students to guess who the two adjectives refer to. 
Exploring the words: Conduct a mini-questionnaire. Provide the students with an adjective (e.g. patient) Write the list of situations below on the board. Ask the students to provide an answer for each situation. For example: 

(patient) 

• Think of a person you know who is patient? 

• When was the last time you had to be patient? 

• Which job requires you to be patient? 

• In what situations is it desirable to be patient? 

• Do you find it easy or difficult to be patient? 

Extension: This activity can be extended by changing the adjective.
 On a piece of paper ask each student to answer the following questions by choosing a suitable adjective from the list on Worksheet 1. Ask students to go through their answers with a partner (or with the whole class). 

• I wouldn’t make friends with someone who is ……………………… 

• It is difficult to get on with people who are ……………………… 

• I’d like to share a room with someone who is ……………………… 

Extension: Ask the students to produce two statements of their own, and select a corresponding adjective.
What’s in a name?’ Ask everybody in the classroom to work with another student they know well in the room. Ask the students to write the name of their partner. This name will be the starting point for a crossword puzzle. Each letter of the name will function as a letter in an adjective. Refer students to Worksheet 2 as an example. Ask students to complete their crossword. When the students have completed this exercise, ask them to use their dictionary to help them to write a definition of each of their chosen adjectives. Again, refer students to Worksheet 2 as an example.
Conclusion – 5 mins 
When students have finished writing their crosswords and definitions, ask them to swap crosswords with their partner. Each student should decide if they agree or disagree with their partner’s chosen adjectives.

	 Students then read through the 12 personality descriptions on the worksheet and decide which one describes them the best (they are not in the correct order). 

f Get them to help each other with unknown vocabulary. When they’re stuck they can look the words up in a dictionary.
[Explain about adverbs]
1. Write down ‘Tadd always writes his diary passionately.’ on the board.  

2. Ask Ss to find the noun(Tadd) and verb(writes).  

3. Ask them to describe what the word ‘passionately’ is doing and to which word it is describing.  

4. Tell them that ‘passionately’ is an adverb, describing ‘how’ Tadd writes.

5. Tell them that ‘always’ is an adverb, describing ‘how often’ Tadd writes.

6. Explain that adverb is a word that modifies a verb, an adjective or another adverb.

7. Explain that adverbs usually answer how, when, where, how often or to what extent.  While explaining, draw a chart of the 5 terms on the board.
8. Remind Ss that ‘passionately’ answered the question ‘how’
9. Ask Ss to replace the word ‘passionately’ with another adverb that answers the question ‘when’  (possible answers might be ‘yesterday’ or ‘tonight’)

10. Ask Ss to replace it with an adverb that answers the question ‘where’  (possible answers might be ‘home’)
11. Ask Ss to replace the word ‘always’ with another adverb that answers the question ‘how often’  (possible answers might be ‘never’ or ‘seldom’)

12. Explain that adverbs that answer the question ‘to what extent’ usually modify adjectives, not nouns.

13. Write down ‘Tadd’s diary is interesting.’ on the board.  Ask Ss to add an adverb that answers the question ‘to what extent’  (possible answers might be ‘very’ or ‘extremely’)

Tell Ss that today’s topic is ‘writing a diary more interestingly by adding adverbs.’  Explain that adverbs make a sentence more expressive and interesting by providing more information.

	Tell Ss that they will play Charades on adverb, so that they will be able to learn how adverbs can make a sentence or a phrase more attractive and meaningful.

[Charades]

Give instructions:
1. Do you know what Charades means?

2. You will be silently acting out a variety of verbs and adverbs.

3. You will be divided into two teams to play this game.

4. Make up your team name.

5. One student from the first team will come up to the front and draw a card from the stack of verb cards.

6. Then, the student must act out the word on the card. 

7. The student must not say any words but only pantomime.

8. The first team gets the first chance to call out the word the student is acting out.  They will be given 10 seconds.

9. If the team fails to answer within time, the other team gets a chance to call out the answer.

10. If the other team also fails to answer, any team calling out the team’s name first gets a chance to give another answer.

11. The team that answers correctly earns 1 point.

12.  Then, the same student who pantomimed the verb chooses and acts out the word on his or her adverb card.

13. The student must act it out as it relates to the verb that was just pantomimed.

14. As the student pantomimes his or her verb/adverb combination, any team calling out the team’s name gets a chance to call out guesses for the adverb.

15. When a team guesses the correct adverb, the team earns 2 points.

16. Then, another student from the other team will come up to the front to act out the second verb and adverb.

17. When the second round is over, another student from the first team will come up to the front to play the same, and so on.

18. We will play this Charades for 10 minutes.

Ask ICQs:

1. When a person from the first team acts out the first word (verb), will the first team gets the first chance to answer?

2. When the person acts out the second word (adverb), can any team calling out the team’s name first gets a chance to answer first?

3. Then, will another person from the other team come out for the second round to do the same?

Do an exercise round. T pantomimes a verb, then an adverb.  Ask Ss to call out their team name first to get a chance to shout out an answer.
After demonstration, let the game begin.

	[Finding adverbs in Ann’s diary]
Give instructions:

1. Draw a five-column chart with the headings ‘how?’ ‘when?’ ‘where?’ ‘how often?’ and ‘to what extent?’  (-> copy from the board)

2. You will read a diary of Ann.

3. In pairs, you will pick out a list of adverbs from the story.

4. Insert the adverbs into the correct place in the chart.

5. You will have 2 minutes.

Ask ICQs:

1. What do you have to do after reading Ann’s diary?

During the 2 minutes, T writes down numbers of sentences on the board.

After 2 minutes, ask each pair, to come out and write down all the adverbs from each sentence, next to the sentence number provided.

Give feedback.

[Write your own diary]
Hand out blank sheets of paper.

Give instructions:

1. You will write a diary of your own on the blank sheet of your paper.
2. The theme of your diary is up to you.  But, please mind that you will be telling your story to your classmates, so you will want to write a story you want to share about.
3. The length of your diary is totally up to you.
4. Add as many interesting adverbs as you can to make your story more alive.  Please have at least 7 adverbs.
5. This is your homework for today.  You will share your diary with the class next class, so be prepared.
Ask ICQs:

1. What will you do as your homework?

2. How many adverbs do you have to include, at least?

3. Will you share your diary with your classmates next class?
Ask wrap-up questions:

1. Do you now know what adverb is and what it does in a sentence?

2. Does that mean, do you know how to make your diary more interesting and informative?

3. Will you write your diary with as many as adverbs you can think of tonight?
4. Do you have any questions or comments on today’s topic?
*3-2-1-Summary

Another tool to use for finding out what students have learned and  in which areas they still need practice  is the 3-2-1 Summary method. This is similar to the one-minute essay, but a little more extensive in that the questions are more specific. This is given at the last five minutes of class.
