· to be able to pick up details from the fast-paced real life talk


	Language Skills:

· Listening: a dialogue between two men talking about bribes

· Reading: worksheet, script

· Speaking: sharing students' experiences and opinions about bribes

· Writing: details(dictation), working on cloze


	Language Systems:

· Lexis: idioms used in the dialogue

· Phonology: practicing listening to real-life dialogue

· Structure: None to discuss

	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· how the class is set up and run(there will be 4 student groups at each table)

· the teacher's style of teaching and the pace of the course

· all students are intermediate level and up


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily → Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks repeatedly until they get the gist of the content

· Students may not be able to pick up details from the dialogue → Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

· Students may take need more time to finish worksheets → If it takes longer than 7 minutes, cut answer checking short by verbally sharing the answers

(Write down “Taking a bribe” on the board) 

Have you ever been into situations that you inevitably need to pay bribes? What was the situation? How did you feel afterwards?

OK, so today, we will listen to two men talking about their experience about bribes. But before that, we will learn some expressions used in the dialogue.

	Idioms

Work individually. Make students guess the meaning of underlined idioms from the context of their sentences. Then match a right definition for each idiom. Write the letter “a, b, c” in the empty boxes. You have 5 minutes. 

(Distribute the worksheet)

Demonstration

Let's look at the first one. Yes, “be brought up” is passive form of “bring up.” Did you get the definition for that? Correct, the meaning is “to raise” put the letter “d” for the answer.
Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they have questions. 

Give them time warning 30 seconds ahead. 

If they need more time, be flexible and give 1 more minute.

Check answers

Let students volunteer read out loud each sentence and matched definition for the idiom. 
Go through the idioms one by one. Review.

Explain the meaning if necessary.

	1. Listening for the main idea(general understanding)
Instructions
OK, everyone. Let’s stop what you’re doing for a moment. Now we’re going to listen to the dialogue about taking a bribe. How would be the atmosphere for this conversation? How would be the tone of two people’s voice? Listen for the general feeling of them.
CCQ

What are you supposed to think about?

Can you write down some memos?
(play whole conversation)

Do you want to listen again?

Yes – Play it one more time.

No – Have them talk about what they listened.

What do you think about bribery?

Are these two men focusing on criticizing bribery?
2. Listening for Details
Instructions

Now listen to the speakers one by one this time. Answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually.
CCQ

Who are you working with?

What are you supposed to do?

(Distribute the worksheet)

Repeatedly play and pause the CD according to speakers’ talking pace. Let students work on a cloze test. 
Do you need to listen again?

Yes – Play it once again with less pauses.
No – Play the whole conversation without pause.
Make a pair with a person sitting next to you. Now compare the answers with your partner. Discuss with your partner how you feel about bribery which is mentioned in the dialogue and also a general idea of bribery. 
Check the answers as a whole class. Listen to the tracks one last time. If there is anything missing: pause the CD right there and let students say it out loud.
