	Aims: 
Main Aim:

· Students will improve the ability to think and to describe what had happened before by using past perfect tense. 

Secondary Aim:

· Students will know the form of the past perfect tense by teacher’s explanation and substitution table.
· Students will know the meaning of the past perfect tense by answering concept check questions and working with pairs

· Students will practice the past perfect by completing the worksheets and doing a group work.

· Students will practice speaking and listening by sharing ideas in a group.
Personal Aim:

· I would like to gain confidence in teaching grammar enjoyably. 




	Language Skills:
Reading: reading worksheets to answer questions

Listening: listening to teacher’s instructions, explanation, and classmates’ ideas

Speaking: drilling, practice activities and giving opinions

Writing: worksheet answers 



	Language Systems:
Phonology: drilling
Lexis: words that student ask the meaning about
Grammar: use of perfect tense (I had done it before)
Function: communicating something before the past.
Discourse: discussion



	Assumptions:
· Students already have learned the present perfect in a previous class.

· Students know the past tense.

· Students like activities where you should guess what had happened before.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may have difficulty in understanding the meaning and how to apply to the sentences.

· Teacher provides more examples. 
· Students may have a hard time drilling.

· Teacher gives the students more chances to practice.

· Students may need more time to finish their activities

· Be flexible with the time depending on the situation and may cut off the post activity.

· Students may not be engaged in the main activity.

· Encourage students to make it fun rather than to take it seriously.

	<Introduction & Brief Rapport>

Hello, Everyone. How are you today?

Have you wondered what had happened in a room where you just walked in? For example, when you walked into the office at work, everyone looked serious and somewhat irritated. What was going on? What had happened before?

I faced a situation like that yesterday. I went to work 3 min. late, and I apologized. But the manager seemed to be very irritated and uneasy about me being 3 min. late. I thought this was strange. Later, I found that one teacher who had been working for a few years for the company announced to leave the company, and everyone received a shock. Have you had an experience like this before? 
(Elicit from a student or two to share their experiences.)    

Today, we are going to learn about how we could describe “What had happened before?” by using past perfect tense.

	<Meaning>

Okay, before we begin, let me ask you some questions.
Yuri, what time did you go to bed last night?
Yuri: I went to bed at 1am. 

(Write down “went to bed” on the board, draw the timeline, put 1am and Yuri.)

Okay, how about Ashely? What time did you go to be last night?

Ashely: I went to bed at midnight.

(Put midnight and Ashely on the timeline.)
If you combine these two sentences, 
When Ashely went to bed, Yuri had already gone to bed.

Let me give you another example, 

Anya, what time did you have dinner yesterday?

Anya: I had dinner at 7pm

(Write down “had dinner” on the board, draw the timeline, put 7pm and Anya.)

How about Lia, what time did you have dinner yesterday?

Lia: I had dinner at 6pm

(Put 6pm and Lia on the timeline).

How can we combine these two sentences?

(Elicit from students)

When Anya had dinner, Lia had already had dinner.

Great job!

Okay, now turn the partner next to you, discuss what you did yesterday and come up with one sentence combining two past actions. You have 2 min. Go ahead.

ICQs: 

What should you do?

How much time do you have?

(Walk around and monitor discreetly.)

(When they finished, have them present their sentences.)
The past perfect is used to talk about two different actions in the past. You use past perfect when you want to describe one action that took place before another action in the past.  

(Distribute the 11 past perfect handouts.)
Okay, let’s look at the first sentence.

(Read “Janice had gone home by the time Jerry arrived at the party.)
CCQs: 
· Did Janice arrive at the party earlier than Jerry?

· Could Jerry find Janice when he got to the party?

(If they answer correctly, move to the next. If not, take one more example from the handout.)
<Form>

The form of the past perfect tense is subject + had + past participle.

(Write the form on the board).

Look at the first sentence in the handout as an example. Janice is subject, followed by “had” and past participle “gone”. The second sentence has the same structure, Oscar is subject, followed by “had” and past participle “read”
<Drilling>

(Distribute the substitution tables)
Please look at the substitution table.

Here, the past perfect tense is on the right side. You can see, I, we and my alarm clock as a subject, had/hadn’t and past participle, such as fallen, gone, slept, done etc..
First, let me make one sentence with this table.

“I was in a mess because I had fallen over playing tennis.”
Now, who can make a sentence?

(Elicit 2-3 students to make sentences by using substitution table.)

	<Less Controlled Practice: What had happened before?> 

Instruction:

Now we are going to do a game that you have to guess what had happened before some events.

(Distribute the worksheet)

Do you remember in the beginning of the lesson, I had a strange thing happened in my office yesterday? When I walked Into the office 3 min. late, my manager seemed to be unusually upset. When you look at the sheet, this event will go under “What happened” column. She was upset because of what had happened before. A dedicated worker had just announced to leave the company. So this sentence would go under “What had happened before” column. Did you understand?
Now, let’s split the group into 3 (group of 3, 4 & 4) and discuss in your group what had happened before the particular events. The first group works on the first three questions, next group, do the next 3, last group do the last 2.  

Please write down in the blank. You have 3 min.

ICQ: 

What should you do?

Who do you work with?

How much time do you have?

(Monitor discreetly)

Okay, group 1, would you tell us what had happened before? 
(Ask the same question for group 2 & 3)

	If there is more time left, have students make pairs and work on the question “What did you do in 2000?”. They come up with one combined sentence using past perfect tense. For example, “When student A got married, student B had already had two babies”
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
