   Just have a look first.(Ss may have a look )
   As you look at the sheet , there are idioms and a few vocabularies on it. 

 <2nd. eliciting> 
T: Can you guys guess first blank what it is?
    That'll be an idiom, not just one word.
S: Some Ss will answer something ; come to mind, call to mind, occur to, 
     Think of, flash upon, hit upon, be reminded of, remember..etc
T: good. great job! 

   (If Ss correct answer ' spring to mind' →T give a compliment "perfect!"
     If Ss did not correct → T say ok. "good job eliciting" and 
     Write on the board 'Spring to mind')

   Is everything ok with that?

T: Good. you guys did really good job
     Let's go on main activity.
