How is the weather today? I think today is warmer than yesterday. Do you think so?

CCQ

Did I say ‘warm” or ‘warmer’? 
(write ‘warm’ and ‘warmer on the board)

Yes, I said warmer. ‘warm’ is an adjective and ‘warmer’ is a comparative. Like this, one-syllable adjective can add “er” in end of the adjectives. 

We use the comparative when we compare two things. Let’s see how to make a comparative form from adjectives.

(Put the flash cards on the board)

	First, the one-syllable adjective ends with an “e”, just add “r” for the comparative form. For example, large& wise.

If the one-syllable adjective ends with a single consonant  with one vowel before it, add one consonant more and add “er” for the comparative form. There are big, thin, fat. 

And then, with most two or more than three syllables adjectives, put “more” in front of adjectives.(for example, generous, important, intelligent)

But if two-syllable adjectives ends with “y”, change the “y” to “I” and add “er” for the comparative form. For example, happy, angry, busy.

There are exceptions. For example, good, bad, far, little, many/much. These words are irregular adjectives, so you guys should memorize.
Finally, two-syllable adjectives that follow two rules. These can be used with “er” and with “more”
Do you understand the comparatives?

Can anyone make a comparative sentence using these words?
