	Main Aim:
-To improve vocabulary and expressions by matching the first part of each

sentence with the second part containing idioms
Secondary Aim: 

-To practice listening to real-life speech of people of diverse characteristic, discussing the issue and learning idioms. by providing 4 scripts
Personal Aim:

-Teacher can have a good command of ICQs by using appropriate sentences at each stage of the lesson.
-Teacher can manage timing by teacher’s timely instructions for students.


	Language Skills: 

- Listening: Students will listen to the speakers’ speech for introducing themselves, students’ speaking to introduce themselves and teacher’s instructions about the lesson
-  -Speaking: Students will practice their own speaking by sharing their experiences from
pictures. Students will speak to each other to match each idiom with their own idioms’                                                                                             meaning within group
      -Reading: Students will read the idioms matching worksheets.

-Writing: Students will write their own short stories as a group on the listening work-sheets.

- Lexis: Students get to learn the vocabulary written on the worksheets of matching idioms and written on the listening script with various expressions

	Assumptions:
Students already know

-how the class is set up and run(there will be 7 students groups at each table)

- The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.

- most students have been on a blind date 
-students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
-students are mature men & women who can speak of themselves




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problems

Solutions

-Some of students have problems with vocabulary of today’s topic.\
Teacher shows the students blown-up picture for the blind date and demonstrate the situation to them with another student 

-Students may not be able to catch last paragraph from the listening

I have students repeat the listening CD track (Track4→4→4,) 

Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

Teacher has students listen to the CD track in chunks (pause→play→pause→play)

Students don’t have enough time. 

Teacher cuts post-activity discussion short and only asks 2~3 students to share their opinions about what’s most important in a lifetime partner.

Students may finish the lesson earlier than expected.

Teacher does SOS activities.

Demonstration

Soo kim and Wendy, come here. Soo kim read the sheet, Sophia write the answers on the sheet and Wendy can control Sophia and Soo kim. Wendy can say ‘‘start, pause, stop, next one, please.’’
