	Main Aim:
-Students  will improve grammar skills by having students understand ‘will or going to’ with putting the suitable sentences in the blank spaces on the sheet.
Secondary Aim: 

-Students will practice appropriate words by reading the sheets filled with will or going to.
personal Aim:

-I want practice how to teach easily grammar about ‘will or going to’ by using appropriate sentences at each stage of the lesson.
-I want manage the class by teacher’s timely instructions for students.


	Language Skills: 

Speaking: Students will speak to other students by presenting their own plans written 

on the sheet.
Students will speak their opinions to other students on matching their sentences. 
Listening: Students will listen to other students’ opinions on matching their sentences. 

Students will listen to other students while they speak their own plans from                            teacher’s instruction.
Reading: Students will read appropriate sentences with putting the sentence cards

on the blank sheet.
Writing: Students will write their own plans on the blank sheets from teacher instruction 

	Language Systems:
Lexis: Students get to learn the vocabulary written on the worksheets of matching senten- ces and written on the sheets with various expressions.
-Function: Students get to know and speak the certain concept and meaning about ‘will and be going to’ among the future tenses
-Structure: Students get to learn accurate sentences using ‘will or going to’ of future tenses 
-Discourse: Students do Group working and talking each other about their plan.
-Grammatical: Students get to understand and know ‘will and going to’ in class
-Phonology: Students get to know  ‘gon.na’ from ‘going to’, won’t from ‘will not’


	Assumptions:
Students already know 

-that ‘will and be going to’ are future tense.  
-how the class is set up and run(there will be 3-4 students groups at each table)

- the differences between will and be going to..
- the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
-the meaning of ‘will and going to’ roughly


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problems

Solutions

Some of students have problems with today’s auxiliary verb.
Teacher shows the students the pictures and explains using the easy vocabulary.
Students may not be able to match the sentences at pre-activity. 
Teacher  has only one person of pair present at pre-activity
Students may need more time to make the sentences
Teacher gives students extra time and cut their writing time.  

Students don’t have enough time. 

Teacher asks 2-3 students their opinion and cuts post-activity short and move on.
Students may finish the lesson earlier than expected.

Teacher does SOS activities.

Let me show a picture(work sheet #1)Who is he ?Okay. He is Will Smith. I heard he visited to Korea on May 7th.to advertise the new movie ‘Man in Black3’. The film will be screened on May.24th in Korea.

  Instruction
I’m going to give you 2 sheets of paper.

Demonstration
T: I’ll show you an example. If the answer of number 1 is will, you can check √ on ‘will’.

Teacher monitors at a distance. 

Teacher answers if they ask questions. Teacher gives time warning: “ 1minute left”.
Be flexible with time. Give 30 more seconds if they need it. “30 seconds left” “Time’s up”
Check answers: Let students speak the sentences.. 
“Wendy, Can you give me the answer of question number 1 and number 2”,…(check the answers )
Elicit the meaning from students.
Explain the meaning if necessary.
