	Aims
· Main aim: Students will be able to talk about invent their own gadgets with body power through the activities.

· Secondary aim: Students will be able to learn new vocabularies and their synonyms from the article
· Personal aim: I want to make the classroom atmosphere more comfortable and help the students to increase STT.



	Language Skills
· Listening: listening to the MP3 of the article for reading.
· Reading:  reading the article and information on the worksheets.
· Speaking: discussing after reading the article.
· Writing: inventing student’s own gadget on the worksheet..



	Language Systems
· Phonology: The words in the article (gadget, creation, concept, harness, etc.)
· Lexis: Students will learn new words in the article (hit the shelves, etc.)
· Grammar: N/A
· Function: Students can express their own idea to make new gadgets.
· Discourse: Students will discuss about the article in groups.



	Assumptions
      Students may already know…
· The meaning of breaking news.
· Most students have cell phones and experiences about shortage of the battery. 
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions
· Students may not be able to understand the words from the article.
: Explain the words an easier way to understand.
· Students may not have enough ideas to make their own gadget.

: Allow students to share their idea, and show them a sample idea.
· Students may take longer to do the activity than expected.
: Proceed with the activity as scheduled, and give a few more minutes.
· Students may finish the given work faster than expected.
: Give students more time to share their opinions and let them do the SOS activity worksheet.
