	Aims:

· Main Aim: Ss will improve their speaking skills through talking about Summer Vacation experiences and plan. 
· Secondary Aim:

a. Ss will learn vocabulary and expressions by completing an idioms matching worksheet.

b. Ss will practice speaking and listening by asking each other’s vacation experiences.

c. Ss will practice speaking their experiences about last summer vacation and their plan at the coming summer vacation.

· Personal Aim:
a. I want to deliver more ICQs, and keep in time limit.


	Language Skills:

· Listening: Ss will practice listening by listening to other’s vacation experiences.
· Speaking: Ss will practice speaking by working in groups to do the idioms matching worksheet, and by doing activity asking / answering summer vacation experiences and by introducing vacation plan of this year.

· Reading: Ss will practice reading by reading idioms and questions..
· Writing: Ss will practice writing by filling out their own Sheet of Idioms and vacation experiences&plan.


	Language Systems:

· Phonology: none to discuss
· Lexis: idioms used in describing summer vacation experiences

· Grammar: none to discuss
· Function: Introduction about their own summer vacation experiences
· Discourse: none to discuss


	Assumptions:

· Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· Most Ss have summer vacation experiences and They are waiting on summer vacation of this year .


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

· If students don’t understand card exchange activity
· Ss may need more time to work on the idioms.

· If time is short.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

· Explain in detail and show the role play directly in front of students.
· If it takes longer than 4 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.

· Cut post-activity presentation short and only ask 1~2 Ss to share their experiences and plan about summer vacation.

· Ask as many Ss as possible about their plan of summer vacation and the reason. And discuss about whose experiences and plan is the best and the reason.

	Let’s Check it out, With Idiom Quiz!”
“ Now, I’m going to give you a paper of idioms and meanings.  Everyone, try to match each idiom with its meaning. First, I’ll divide class into 3 groups Please, Find the answer together in group. You are A, You B, You C… A group sits here… Please sit together. I’ll give you 3 minutes to match all 10, but I don’t want you to start until I say “Go.”
ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time do you have?

3) Are you working individually?
4) Are you going to start, when I say “Go”?
5) Are you going to start, when I give a paper?
(Distribute the worksheet)

“Start Boom!”
 “Please one member from each group come up and write your answers on the board.” Let’s Check the answer. 
(Go over answers and any idioms Ss might have found confusing.)
“From now, Let’s read sentences together. Please read sentence one by one. From here, Start!” 
In the passage, “Cramp” means a sudden strong pain caused by a muscle suddenly contracting. You sometimes get cramp in a muscle after you have been making a physical effort over a long period of time.

(Randomly appoint students)
