	Aims:

· Main Aim: Ss will improve their reading skills through reading a cold and flu article and remedy written on the paper
· Secondary Aim: Ss will learn vocabulary and expressions by learning together the article and remedies and by sharing their experiences of a cold and flu.  
· Personal Aim: I want to deliver ICQs and CCQs more well, and eliciting also.


	Language Skills:

· Listening: Ss will practice listening by listening to other’s experiences of a cold and flu.
· Speaking: Ss will practice speaking by working worksheet in groups, and by sharing their experiences and by doing patient – doctor role play in pair.

· Reading: Ss will practice reading by reading article and remedy.
· Writing: Ss will practice writing by filling out their own Sheet of a cold and flu.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: words used in article of a cold and flu
· Lexis: words used in article of a cold and flu
· Grammar: none to discuss
· Function: none to discuss
· Discourse: none to discuss


	Assumptions:

· Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· Most Ss have a cold and flu experiences and they want to know about a cold and flu more.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

· If students don’t understand board game activity
· Ss may need more time to read article.

· If time is short.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

· Explain in detail and show how to do board game directly in front of students.
· If it takes longer than 4 minutes, Cut the activity of solving question in group and teach them the answer directly.

· Cut the running time of role play short and only ask 1~2 pairs to present their role play

· Ask as many Ss as possible about the role play they did. And listen to their  experiences they caught a cold and flu.

(According to S’s answer, Attach the cards on the board)
Let’s know about the answer. First I’ll divide 2 groups. You’re A, You’re B…
Please A group sit here. B group sit here. 

(After rearranging seat)
Now, I’ll give you one article. Read individually and then with your group, Solve the question. You have 4 minutes.  I don’t want you to start before I say “Go!”
 ICQ:
1) What are you going to do?

2) How many minutes do you have?
3) Do you read article in group?
4) Are you going to start, when I say “Go”?
5) Are you going to start, as soon as I give you a paper?
(Distribute papers)
“Go!”
(During activity, attaching game board on the board)
“Time’s up”
Let’s read a paragraph summarizing article. From OOO, Start!

(I show Ss how to play the game directly)

One representative come front and you can choose a question. If you get correct answer you’ll receive the score written on the card. You play until you get wrong answer. And then other group’s turn. You have 5 minutes.

2) How many minutes do you have?
3) Are you working individually?
I don’t want you to start until I say “Go”.

ICQ:
1) Are you going to start, when I say “Go”?
2) Are you going to start, before I say “Go”?
Please stand up one person from each group. 
Do rock, paper, scissors. 

OK! Please come front the winner.
Start! 

(Until making mistake, One group play the game. And then B group play the game)

OK!  Who is winner?  Everyone did good job!
Let’s check the answer. This symptoms and signs of cold and flu are all right? There is anything wrong?
(Checking the answer)
Now Everyone knows what is difference between cold and Flu and How to cope with that virus? Ok good!
