	Aims:

- Main: To enable Ss to improve their listening skills by listening to a discussion on blind dates and by completing the worksheet.
- Secondary: Ss will learn new vocabularies and idioms by describing one’s character and personality.
- Personal: I want to reduce my TTT

                  I want to encourage students to express their ideal person freely, using idioms.

                 I want to improve on my CCQ delivery
                 I want to improve on my ICQ’s delivery




	Language Skills:
- Listening: Ss will listen to the speaker’s short speeches about themselves
- Reading: Ss will read the idiom.

- Speaking: Ss will practice their speaking by predicting the picture and sharing their experiences.

- Writing: Ss will do dictation activity.




	Language Systems:
- Phonology: None to discuss.
- Lexis: Idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations.
- Grammar: None to discuss.

- Function: Self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner.

- Discourse: None to discuss.




	Assumptions:

Students already know:

    - how the class is set up and run

    - the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

    - the meaning of “Blind Date”
    - all of Ss are adult
    - most Ss have been on a blind date




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

- Some Ss may not be able to follow the passage
→ Let Ss listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content.
- Some Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening

 → Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play).
- If Ss need more time to work on the worksheet 
 → Be flexible with the time. Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.

- If Ss finish their activity early

→ Do SOS activity. Give Ss an extra idioms worksheet.

T: Hello, everyone. Did you have nice weekdays?

(ask and talk about their weekdays with a few students)
Ok, today, we will listen to some people who are looking for their life partners. But first, before we start, I am going to show you some pictures related to our today’s topic.

T: Ok, everyone. Look at the picture.

    What do you see?

    Can you guess what it is?

(Ss try to guess what they are doing in the picture)

T: That’s right. They are on a date.
    As you can see through the picture, there is an awkward 
    silence between the couple. So, we can say it is a Blind date.
    Blind date is an arranged meeting between a man and a  

    woman who have never met before.    

( write “Blind Date” on the board)

CCQs

T: Does “blind date” a date with someone you already know?  

   (Ss say “No”)
    Does “blind date” a date with someone you have never

    met in person? (Ss say “Yes”)

	I. Idioms
Instructions

T: Does anyone in here been on a blind date?

(Some Ss might say “yes” and “no”. For those who said “yes” ask another question)

T: How was your first impression or feeling to the partner?

    Can you guess what “took my breath away” means?
(Board “took my breath away”)

(Ss answers, teacher corrects it if necessary)

T: This kind of expression we call an “Idiom”.

CCQs

T: Is idiom visible? (“no”)

    Is idiom an expression of feeling to someone written in word? 
    (“yes”)

T: I’m going to give you idioms worksheet. Individually, match 

    the first part of each sentence with the second part 

    containing idioms.

T: write the letter “a, b, c” in the empty boxes. You have 4

    minutes to do this activity.
Demonstration
T: Look at #1 “right, it runs in our family.” So put the letter “j” in  Box next to the number 1.
ICQs

T: what are we going to do?

    Are you working individually or in pairs?

    How much time do you have?

(distribute the worksheet)

(Ss do the activity)

(monitor discreetly)

T: 1 minute left.

    30 seconds left.

    And time’s up!

T: Alright. Let’s check the answers together.
T: Any volunteer, come to the board and write correct idioms.

(Go through the idioms one by one)

(Elicit he meaning from Ss. Explain the meaning if necessary)

II. Prediction (Dictation Activity)

T: Have a look at these pictures. What is your first impression of them? What do you think their personality is like?

(show the pictures one by one)

T: These are the 4 speakers that you are going to listen to.

(Do not identify them in the order of the tracks)

1. Listening for the Main Idea (general understanding)

Instruction
T: Put your pens down and close your eyes. Listen to the 4 speakers. Think about the first impression of each speaker. 

T: What do you think each person is like? Listen for the general feeling of them.

ICQs

T: What are we going to do?

    Can you take notes?

    What are you supposed to think about?

(Play tracks 1 through 4 without stopping)

T: Okay. Open your eyes.

    What do you think about speaker 1?

    What do you think about speaker 2?

(same for speakers 3&4)

T: Look at these pictures of the speakers again.

    So who do think speaker 1 is?

(same for speakers 2~4)

(Ss identify the pictures)

2. Listening for Details

Instruction

T: Now, you will get the worksheet and listen to the speakers one by one this time. You will answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually.
ICQs

T: What are you supposed to do?

    Are you working individually or in groups?

(Distribute the worksheet)

(Play track 1)

(Let Ss write answers as they listen)

T: Do you need to listen again?

(if Ss say “yes”→play track 1 again)

(if Ss say “no”→play track 2)

(follow the same cycle until finished with track 4)

T: Let’s make 4 groups.
    Compare the answers with your group members. When you have an agreement, send a representative up front and have them fill out the profile sheet on the board, including the speakers’ pictures.
ICQs
T: What are we going to do?

    Are you working individually or in groups?

(put the wall charts of the profile sheets and the pictures of the speakers or write it down on the board, while Ss are checking their answers with each other)
(group 1, fill out speaker 1’s profile)

(group 2, fill out speaker 2’s profile)

(same for groups 3&4)

T: Let’s check the answers as a whole class.

(if there is anything missing: pause the CD right there and let students say it out loud)
