- Secondly: Ss will improve their speaking skills by role play and by completing worksheet related job interview.

- Personal: I want to reduce my TTT

	Language Skills:

- Listening: Ss will listen to teacher’s instruction and classmates’ speaking.
- Speaking: Ss will practice their speaking by job interview role-play.

- Reading: Ss will read the dialogue.

- Writing: Ss will write a job objective.



	Language Systems:
- Phonology: None to discuss.
- Lexis: Key words and vocabulary in worksheets.

- Grammar: None to discuss.

- Function: Interviewing (Role play)
- Discourse: Group discussion by sharing their opinion.



	Assumptions:
-Ss know how the class is set up and run.
- Ss already know the meaning of “Job interview”.

- Ss experienced job interview.

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
-If Ss don’t understand vocabularies

   →Provides extra information.

-If Ss need more time to work on the worksheet

   →Be flexible with the time. Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.

	I. Guessing about the subject
Eliciting

(put the picture on the board one by one).

T: Okay guys, Look at this picture.

    What are they doing?

    Can you guess what it is?

(students try to guess what they are doing in the picture).

T: That’s right. It is a “Job interview”.
(write “Job interview” on the board)

CCQs

T: Do you have a job interview when you order food? (Ss say “no”).

T: Do you have a job interview when you want to get a job? (Ss say “yes”).

II. Introduce the topic
Brainstorming

T: Did you all have a job interview experience before?

    Was it successful?
    Let’s think about, to be a good candidate, what qualifications we need?
(draw a mind map on the board).

(ask Ss to come to the board and complete the mind map with their opinion).

T: Good job guys!

(pick 2 or 3 of the students and check what they wrote).

	I. Job objective

Instructions

T: This time, I’m going to give you a job objective worksheet for each of you. 
    Individually, you will think and write about any job you want to have and what qualifications you have for the jobs. 

    I will give you 3 minutes. Don’t starts until I say go.

ICQs

T: What are we going to do?

    Are you working individually or in pairs?

    How many minutes do you have? 
    Can you start when I say go?

(Give Ss the worksheet1)
(Ss do the activity).

(Monitor discreetly).

T: 1minute left.

    30 seconds left. Alright, time’s up!

(Go through the answer one by one).

II. Job interview Activity (Role-play)

T: Since, we all know what kind of job we want and what qualification we have, let’s do a Job interview by role-play.

     In the Job interview, we have an “interviewer” and an “interviewee”.

CCQs

Is “interviewer” someone who applies for the job? (Ss say “no”).
Does “interviewer” ask question? (Ss say “yes”).

Does “interviewee” ask question? (Ss say “no”).

Is “interviewee” someone who is looking for a job? (Ss say “yes”).

T: Before we start with our role-play, I will give you a handout of script which is an example of the role-play.

(Give the Role-play script).

(Make group of 3. Group 1 read interviewer, group 2 interviewee 1, and group 3 interviewee 2).

T: Now, it’s time for the role-play. I will make 4 groups of 3.
    Each group will make your own script in the worksheet for about 5 min. You can make it with fun if you like.
(Each Ss will call out A, B, C and D. A, B, C and D…)

(All “A” one group, all “B” one group, all “C” one group and all “D” one group).

ICQs

T: What are we going to do?

    Are you working individually or in groups?

    How much time do you have?

    Can you start when you get the paper?

(Ss do the activity)

(Monitor discreetly)

T: 1 minute left.

     30 seconds. 10 seconds. Time’s up! 

(Each team will present their role-play).
