	Language Skills:

-Listening: Ss will listen to teacher’s instructions, explanations, and classmates’ speaking.

-Speaking: Ss will practice their speaking by responding and participating in class activity.

-Reading: Reading wall-chart and worksheets prepared by instructor.

-Writing: Ss will write their own sentences using future tense.




	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:

-Ss know how the class is set up and run.

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
       - Some Ss may not be able to answer from the worksheet.

        → Encourage Ss to answer by giving them with easier example.
- If Ss don’t understand vocabularies
 → Provides extra information.
- If Ss need more time to work on the worksheet

 → Be flexible with the time. Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.

(write “Future” on the board)
CCQs

T: Do we use the future tense when we are talking about something in the past? (Ss say “no”).

T: Do we use the future tense when we are talking about something that will happen after now? (Ss say “yes”).

II) Explanation
T: There are two basic future tenses used to describe things that happen in the future.
(post wall-chart of “Future form” on the board)
(Ss will learn and know the meaning of “will” and “be going to”) 

T: Do you know how these future tenses change into negative?

    How about interrogative?

(write on the board an example sentence and show to the Ss)

III) Practice

T: Let’s practice by doing an activity using “will” and “be going to”
T: Each of you will pick a strip from the box.

Read it loud by completing the sentence using either “will” or “be going to”
