Main Aims
           - To enable Ss to improve their reading skills by reading a passage about “when it really began”
Second Aims

           - Ss predict the meaning of idioms by match card & reading comprehension questions, and solve by crossword puzzle for household items.
Personal Aims

            - I want to make sure Ss understanding of passage clearly and speak more slowly when I deliver the meaning of idioms.

	Assumptions:

Students already know:
             - how the class is set up and run(work as pairs, groups)
- some students are easy to understand of passage.
- some students need some more time to read a passage
- some students already know the passage(when it really began)


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

	Problems

※Ss may not be able to follow the idioms easily

※ Ss may need more time to read a passage

※ If time is short
※ If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


	Solution

→ Give more demonstrations and make sentences until they get the point
→ Give a time management and make them to read overall
→ Make post-activity shortly and only ask 2-3 Ss to get the answers
→ Give students more time to share their answers and let them do the SOS activity

Do you know that how do we call these things? (write on the board scramble words)
House…yes, you’re right we call that house hold items.
House hold items such as tooth paste, bed, detergent, etc that we need for living in our lives.

CCQ

Can you see these household items in your house?

(Ss say yes)

Does household item means having a pet in your house?
(Ss say No)
Today, we will read a paragraph together,

The title is “ when it really began”
Before we start, I will give a vocabulary match cards. You guys work as a group.

And try to find each word with the best meaning.
1. Expressions 
Instruction

Ts set up the group work and give a time limit and share with words match charts Work as a group. A,B,C 

Try to match each word with the best meaning
Demonstration

For example, let me see this picture.

What do you think he’s condition?

Yes, he is so boring, no fun, no interested.

How do we express in another word?

If you’re work is very repetitive, how do you feel?

Yes, you will be tedious.

We can also say that tedious if someone is boring something
So work as a group,

You are A, B, C one group.

I will give you 3 min to find best meaning of word and work as a group.

ICQ

Distribute paper

I don’t want you to start, before I say go.

So are you going to start? 

When I give you word charts?
“Go or Begin”
Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions
Give a timing(ex: 1 minute left)

Check answers: let them choose one person in each group and come up to the board and write the answers.

Go through the idioms one by one elicit the meaning from students and check these answers together.
