	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

	Problems

※Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily

※ Ss may need more time to work on the idioms
※ If time is short
※ If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


	Solution

→ let them repeat tracks until they get the point of the content
→ explain some synonyms and ask them to make easy and short sentences.
→ Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 Ss to share their opinions about who is ideal person
→ask Ss about their idea of a good partner for life and differences between date and real marriage life.
