	Aims:

· Main aim: 
· Students will improve their grammar skills by having students practice expressing superlative forms.

· Secondary aim: 
· Students will be better able to understand and use the superlative forms of adjectives through worksheets and activities on Guinness World Records.

· Personal aim: 
· I want to reduce my TTT
· I want to improve my demonstration techniques.
· I want to improve more ICQs and CCQs skill.
· I want to go with the lesson more smoothly and more quickly.



	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will practice their reading skills by reading descriptions of Guinness Worlds Records.
· Listening: Ss will practice their listening skills by listening to other’s idea during activities.
· Speaking: Ss will practice their speaking skills by sharing their ideas in group and individually.
· Writing: Ss will practice their writing skills by filling in the blank during working on the worksheets.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Ss will be able to pronounce several superlatives.
· Lexis: Ss will learn several superlatives forms of adjectives.
· Grammatical: Ss will be able to create and use the superlatives
· Functional: Ss will be able to discuss their idea during group activities.
· Discourse: None to discuss



	Assumptions:

· Ss already know each other and how the class works.
· Ss already know teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of course.

· Most Ss need to improve their skills for using superlative forms.
 


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Students may take long time to finish their tasks.
· Monitoring and help them if needed.
· Make them hurry by timing.
Students may feel difficulty to create new sentence by using superlative forms
· Show them good example sentences.
If time is short
· Cut post-activity short by asking only 1~2 students to share their sentences.
If students finish their tasks earlier than expected
· Use S.O.S activity

Right!! We can call these kind of adjective form as superlatives.
Today, We are talking about superlative forms of adjectives. 
(show the wall chart #1)
Can anyone tell me the superlative forms of these adjectives??
(Fill in the blank for 5 adjectives among 15 adjectives. 10 other superlatives were already written on the wall chart.)
(point out the the rules of superlative on the wall chart)
In general, we use –est for short words and most… for longer words to make superlative forms.
(also point out some irregular adjectives such as good and bad)
I’ll give you the worksheet. What you are going to do is filling in the blank.
