	Assumptions:

-All students are interested in business

-The teacher’s preference (must be active, speak out a lot loudly)

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

If someone are not used to the subjunctive mood, let them practice.

If they are good at using “If I were ___, I would”, teach them other tenses.

If there is more time, have the students draw what they heard.

If they want to debate, make two teams and let them have a discourse.

If it is necessary to study more, give them assignments related to this topic.

Check the CCQ: if they are not understood, let the students teach each other (for retention rate)

	Procedure:

1. watch the video for the main idea

Instruction

Take deep breath. Close your eyes and you will listen to Tom. What is he trying to do? And put yourself in his shoes. 

CCQ

Do you know what is he trying to do?

Can you guess what is he going to face?

(check if they understand, or not)

If they are understood play the video.

If they are not understood, replay the video.

Demonstration

Now Tom is trying to find the right place to start his own business. I want you to think about which place will fit the Tom’s preference.

2. listening to two different offices

Instruction

Now listen carefully to two different offices’ options and white the advantages and disadvantages in the picture as exactly what you listened to.

CCQ

What are the advantages and disadvantages for the first and second office?

Did you hear the words that describe the offices?

Which one do you prefer, first one? Or second one?

(if they understand the details, move on next steps. If they don’t, play the video one last time.)

We are going to make two teams through the choice that you decided

Now prepare the reasons that convince us about the right place.

And your team is going to persuade the other team to understand why you chose the office.

You need to use “If I were Tom, I would”

(check the sentences they use and ask them to use “If I were Tom, I would”)
