	Aims/Objectives:

-Students will learn about foods by reading the wall chart, singing, and matching the flash cards.
-Students will practice their speaking skills by expressing their needs through

the song.




	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· The definition of egg, banana, cookie, and an orange

· The usage of  a and an




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Problem
Solution
1. The class may run out of time.
1. In this case, I will shorten my post activity part.

2. Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
2. Practice the drills with other foods, or apply a role play activity.

3. Students may not understand the teacher.

3. Give clear demonstration and instructions before the activity.

4. The CD player or the CD might be out of order.

4. In this case, I’ll sing the song clearly and loud before the Ss. And encourage Ss to sing together without the music.

Greeting:
Hello, everybody. How are you today??

How’s the weather outside? Is it Rainy? /Sunny? /Snowy? /Windy?

(Invite Ss to answer freely)

Yes! It’s Sunny today! 

So, why don’t we go on a picnic!

	Materials: magic bag, food flash cards, blown up pictures, wall chart (1),white board, tape or a magnetic,

	Whole class
	Look and listen to the teacher

Guess what’s in the bag

Repeat and drill the word “food”

Answer to the CCQs

Put their hands to their mouth.

Answer to the ICQs

Drill each word.
	Procedure
 Predicting& Word drilling:
(Tape the wall chart(1) on the board)

Can you guess what teacher brought?
(Show Ss the magic bag / Invite Ss to answer freely)

Yes, I have a banana, an egg, a soda, a salad, a sandwich, a milkshake, a cookie, and an orange.
(Stick the food flash cards on the wall chart (1) as teacher says the word.)

These are called “foods”

(Drill the word “foods” by nodding their heads to the right and to the left.)
CCQs
1. Are these foods? No! 
(Show blown up pictures of animals)
2. Are these foods? Yes!
(Show blown up pictures of food)

Are you ready to practice today’s word?

(Invite Ss with cheerful voice!)
Okay! Put your hands to your mouth!

We are going to start with the small voice, and gets bigger and bigger.

ICQ

What are you going to do?

Are you going to start with bigger voice?

Are you going to start with smaller voice?

(Drilling- banana<banana<banana<banana)

	Procedure
Sentence drilling:

This time, let’s practice today’s sentences. Are you ready?

(Invite Ss with cheerful voice!)

(Tape the wall chart(2) on the board)

I’m hungry.
What do you want?  
I want a(n)(rotate the food flash card).

(Drill the sentences for 2 times. Use the gesture while drilling.)

Now, we are going to sing a song, “What do you want?”
When I say come, I want everyone to come and stand in the center.
ICQs

What are you going to do?

Are you going to sit down when I say come?

Are you going to come and stand in the center when I say come?

(Ss will be given picture cards-one for each)
With these picture cards, I want you to hold up when you hear your food name.

Demonstration

(Teacher will sing along with the music while holding up their picture cards.)

ICQs

Are you going to hold your picture card every time?
Are you going to hold your picture card when you hear your food name?

(Ss will sing along with the music while holding up their picture cards.)

Monitor the Students. Be flexible with time. 

Who is hungry? S1, what do you want?

(Invite some Ss to answer freely)

Drawing:
What do you want to eat at a picnic?

(Distribute blank paper and crayons)

ICQs

What are you going to do?

How many minutes do you have?

Ready, Go!
Monitor the Students. Be flexible with time. 

Review:
Who is hungry? S1, what do you want?

(Invite some Ss to answer freely)
