	Target Vocabulary:

	Target Sentences:

-What’s this?
-It’s an a/e/i/o/u

-What sound does it make?

-It makes ‘a/e/i/o/u’ sound.


	Materials:

- mp3 player (BINGO)
-speaker
-board

-speed game card

-vowel flash card

-wall chart-1 

-wall chart-2

-pre-cut colored papers

-alphabet chain card

-blown up vowel letter


	Aims/Objectives:

-Students will learn about the vowel letters and their sounds through singing and drilling, and can read simple CVC words.
-Students will practice the vowel letters and their sounds by playing the speed game, singing the vowel song, and mosaic crafting. 
-I will slow down and adjust my talking speed.


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· Learned the consonants and their sounds.
· The teacher’s teaching style.
· Familiar with the vocabs from the speed game.

· How to play the speed game.

· The BINGO song.

· What mosaic craft is.

· How to play the hangman game.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Problem
Solution
1. The class may run out of time.
1. In this case, I will shorten my post activity part.

2. Students may want to sing continuously.
2. Students can sing for once more, and inform them that we can sing some other time.
3. Students may not understand the teacher.

3. Give clear demonstration and instructions before the activity.

4. Students may have difficulty on finding the hidden Vowel letters.
4. I’ll give some tips to help them finding.

	Greet each other with the hello song.
	Procedure

Greeting:
Hello, everybody. How are you today??
(Invite Ss to answer freely)

Okay. Let’s begin our class with our ‘hello song’. 
(Invite Ss to the center, sing and greet each other)

	Materials: board, speed game card, vowel flash card

	Time

	7 min

	Whole class
Group activity
	Listen to the teacher’s instructions.
Answer the ICQs.
Look at teacher’s demonstration.

Post the pictures on the correct place on the board.
	Procedure
 Speed game-What’s this:
Are you ready for the speed game?
Let’s make 3 groups.

(Arrange Ss into 3 groups-Apple, Egg, Igloo)
Instructions
You cannot say what it is.

You can make a sound.

You can use your body.

You have only 2 minutes.
ICQ
What are you going to do?

How many minutes do you have?

Can you say what it is?
Can you use your body?

Ready, and go!

(Each team will have their turn)

Monitor discreetly. Be flexible with time. 

Arranging the picture
This time, let’s group your pictures into the same vowel. 
Demonstration
(Teacher will divide the board into 4 sections-Vowels a/e/i/o/u.

Let Ss tape their pictures in the correct place)

Now, let’s hop back to your seat in 10 seconds.
(Teacher cleans the board while counting)



	Main Activity

	Materials: board, wall chart-1, mp3 player, speaker, alphabet chain, blown up vowel letters, pre- cut colored papers.

	Whole class
	Looks at the board, and focus on their hangman game.
Drill the word – Vowel

Sing the vowel song.

Listen to the teacher’s instruction.

Answer the ICQs.

Looking for the vowel letters, and decorates them.
	Procedure
Eliciting-Hangman:

I have one quiz for everyone. Are you ready for the quick hangman?
(Invite Ss with the cheerful voice)

__  __  __  __  __ (Vowel).

Yes! It’s a vowel. Let’s find out what Vowel is with the song. 

Sing –The vowel song
(Tape the wall chart-1 on the board.)

(Play along the music with the mp3 player)
Introduce -The vowel song to the tune of BINGO
‘There are some letters I love to sing

and vowels are their name-o

a, e, i, o, u X3
and vowels are their name-o.’
(Just as in the BINGO song, clap as each vowel becomes silent).
Very good! So do you know the names of vowels now?
Craft-Mosaic 
(Tape the alphabet chain on the board)
Okay. Let’s look at teacher’s Alphabet chain. Ah~~~~! Some of my friends are missing!! What can I do?

In your pair or three, please help me to find my vowel friends. Can you do that?
Once you find them, let’s decorate them with the mosaic.
(Teacher has hid the letters around the room.)

(Give Ss the materials to decorate the vowels)

You have 5 minutes.

ICQ
What are you going to do?
Are you going to work on your own?

Are you going to work with your partner?

How many minutes do you have?

Ready, and begin!

	Procedure
Sing again-The Vowel Song

(Post wall chart-1)
‘There are some letters I love to sing

and vowels are their name-o

a, e, i, o, u X3
and vowels are their name-o.’
Drilling
(Tape the vowel flash card on the board)
(Teacher says the alphabet, Ss will say the sound-voice variation)
Demonstration

T: (Alphabet) A.A.A.A
Ss: (Sound) aaa.aaa
Role play
(Post wall chart-2)
Demonstration

Q: What’s this? A: It’s an a/e/i/o/u

Q: What sound does it make? A: It makes ‘a/e/i/o/u/’ sound.
(Invite some Ss to come out and do the role play)
