	Aims/Objectives:

-Students will learn about the story in English version through guessing game, storytelling, and jeopardy activities, and furthermore, they can design a different ending through the writing activity.
-Students will practice their listening, speaking, and writing skills through storytelling activities, jeopardy game, and writing activities.
-I will ask many eliciting questions during the story telling time.


	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· The teacher’s teaching style.
· How to do the puzzle.
· What the jeopardy game is.

· The same story in Korean version.

· Catch the mouse game in Korean version.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Problem
Solution
1. The class may run out of time.
1. In this case, I will shorten my post activity part.

2. Students may want to do the puzzle activity continuously.
2. Tell the students that they’ll get another puzzle activity next week.
3. Students may not understand the teacher.

3. Give clear demonstration and instructions before the activity.

4. Students may have difficulty on their follow up homework.
4. Encourage the Ss that they can come to the teacher whenever they have difficulty.

Eliciting – Puzzle

Before we begin, why don’t we start with the puzzle?
Instructions

Let’s make 2 teams.

Work with your teams.

Match the puzzle pieces and find out what it is.

How many minutes do you have?

(Distribute the puzzle pieces to the Ss. Let them come out and match the puzzles together to make a picture)

Good job. Now, what do you see from the picture? Right. It’s a mouse.

(Ask more Qs about the mouse.)

-What is he wearing?

-Where do you think he is from?

CCQ-Country vs City

(Show pictures of the country vs city)
Is this a country? No! 

Is this a country? Yes!

Pair work
	Listen to the story, and answer to the questions as the story goes along. 
Hold partner’s hand and get ready to hit their back of the hand.
Answer the ICQs. Make sure everyone understands the rule.
	Procedure
Story telling time

Please come to the center, and have a sit.
(Read through the story. In between the pages, ask Qs about the story such as -what will happen next? –how would the mouse feel when he saw a cat? – What do the Ss see from the picture?-What would the mice say when they are hungry?)
Hit the back of partner’s hand

(Ss will grab partner’s hand; decide who will be the city mouse or the country mouse?)
(As the teacher reads aloud the story again, Ss will have to listen, and at the same time, hit the back of their partner’s hand whenever they hear the word the country mouse or the city mouse according to their role.)

Push the chairs back, and let’s make 3 groups. Come up with your group names.
One person from each group will come out, choose, and read the questions to your team members. Everyone from the team can answer. But it has to be within 6 seconds.

How many seconds do you have for each questions.
S.O.S activity-Catch the mouse game
Instructions

One person will be the cat, and others are the people. Ss will chant along while listening to other friends’ reaction.
