	Target Vocabulary:

Number : One to Five, Super, Snooze, Climb, Tease, Hug, Snap, Scold




	Target Sentences:

· Five little monkeys sitting in a tree.

· Can’t catch me.

· Where is he/she?


	Materials:

Story book “Five Little Monkeys Sitting in a Tree”, Color paper, Folding paper board, Color pen, worksheet A, worksheet B(SOS), Whole paper which drawn about the story, Question categories box.


	Aims/Objectives:
· Ss will be able to comprehend about a story and appreciate a new vocabulary by listening through the story.
· Ss will be able to study subtraction by listening to the story and playing the post activity game. 
· Ss will be able to learn that teasing friends is not good through a story. 

I am going to read the story loudly and animatedly.


	Assumptions:

· Ss have already learned about counting number (one to five) and they can study subtraction.
· Ss can read well. 
· Most Ss enjoy listening to the story and playing a game.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Ss would lose their concentration when T read the story. 

: It could be fixed by reading loudly and animatedly

: It could be fixed by attracting teacher’s attention more. 

· If I have a more time, I will make finger puppets with Ss together during class. (SOS)

	[Greeting]

Hello everyone. I’m teacher Regina. How are you today? Is it good? Good. Let’s start today. 

Before the class, We are going to fold color paper as warming-up. Ok?  Please guess what I am. I like to swing through the trees and I eat bananas. What am I? Yes. I am a monkey. Now, We are going to make monkey. I am going to give a color paper for you. I have 3 colors. You can choose only one. 
[Eliciting]

(Distribute a color paper for each.)

Look at the board and follow me. First, fold in half like this.~~~ Draw monkey’s eye and mouth like this. Can you show me your pretty monkey? Thanks. Can you do gesture like monkey? Good! Keep your monkey and remember your monkey’s color.

Today we are going to listen to the story. The title is “Five Little Monkeys sitting in a Tree”.

	After seeing the book, answer the questions. 
Listen the story together and say answer the questions.

Doing motion together.

	You have been waiting long time. This is a story time. Yeah. Ta da!. Look at this picture. Wow! What’s this? What can you see? Yes. There are monkeys and a crocodile. How many monkeys are there on the tree? Let’s count together. One. Two. Three. Four. Five. Yes. Five monkeys. What are they doing? Yes. They are sitting in a tree. Can you read a title all together again? “Five Little Monkeys sitting in a Tree”. 
Now, I am going to read this book. Listen carefully. 

(Read a book)

p.3

Five little monkeys and their mama. Walk down to the river for a picnic supper. What is “supper”? Supper is similar with dinner but lighter than dinner. She is mama. 5 little monkeys bring something. What are those? Bananas. Monkeys really like them. Right? Basket. Some bowl. And so on. 
p.4

Mama spreads out a blanket and settles down for a snooze… Do you know “snooze”? Yes. It is kind of nap. Sleeping for a short time. Good. Next page. 

p.5

…while five little monkeys climb a tree to watch Mr. Crocodile. Can you explain “climb” gesture? (Doing motion) That is climb. Good guys. 

p.6

Five little monkeys, sitting in a tree, tease Mr. Crocodile, “Can’t catch me!” Can you say all together with this teasing gesture? “Can’t catch me!” 

p.7

Along comes Mr. Crocodile… 

p.9.

SNAP! (with gesture) From now on, when you see the SNAP word, please do gesture like me. Ok? 

p.10.

Oh, no! Where is she? Repeat after me. Where is she? Where is she? Ok. Why don’t you guess, where is she? In the Pond? Oh no~ 

Now how many monkeys can you see? Please count monkeys together. One, Two, Three, Four. Yes. There are 4 monkeys. 

p.11 

Four little monkeys, sitting in a tree. Tease Mr. Crocodile, “Can’t catch me!” 

Along comes MR. Crocodile…

SNAP! (doing gesture all together)

p.14

Oh, no! Where is he? Repeat after me! Where is he? Where is he? Now how many monkeys can you see? What is 4 minus 1? Yes. Three. We will check together. Count monkeys. One, Two, Three. Yes. There are 3 monkeys

p.23

Oh, no! There are no little monkeys sitting in the tree. Look at the mama. What is she doing? Yes. She is crying. 

Why does she cry? Yes. Because she lost her babies.

[Implied Question]

 After missing her babies, how does she feel? Yes. She is really sad. 

But, wait! Look! What are these?

These are monkeys’ tales.

p.25

Can you count all together? 1 2 3 4 5!

Five little monkeys, sitting in the tree!

Wow! Where were they? In the Pond? No! They are sitting in the tree. 

p.26 

Their mama hugs them. 

What is the meaning of hug? Yes. Hug your friends in your arm. Good. 

p.28

Their mama scolds them. 

[Interpretive Question]

Why is their mama scolding 5 little monkey?

Because, they teased a crocodile. Is it good behavior teasing your friends or somebody is? No! You should not do that.
Mom said “Never tease a crocodile. It’s not nice – and it’s dangerous.”  

That’s all. Is it fun? 

Yes. I like this story as well. We will think about more. 

[Implied Questions]

Who is stronger monkey and crocodile? Why do you think like that? I think. Mom said teasing a crocodile is dangerous. So, crocodile is stronger than monkey. What do you think? And how about. Can crocodile does climb a tree? I think, no. Because If crocodile climb a tree, it can catch monkeys on the tree. 

Good job guys. Do you have any question about this story?

	Listen game rules and make 3 groups.
Answer the questions.

Play the game. 
	Now we are going to play the game about this story. Divide 3 groups. Do you remember monkey’s color? Red group is here. Yellow group is here. Blue group is here. I have 3 categories about questions like about story, words and subtraction. If you choose words, your team members act the same gesture all together with this word. For example, I said “walk” like this. Can you understand? Ok. The team which say team name first can answer like Red, Yellow or Blue. If Red team has an answer, Yellow and Blue team check answer together. If Red team is correct, their one monkey hides backside to the leaf and they can choose the categories from here. All monkeys can hide behind the leaves, the team will win. 
[Demonstration]

I will show you first. I choose one paper from a categories box. That is about story. Who is main actor of this book? Say your team’s name first. Red Team. Yes. 5 little monkeys. Good job. You will have one point like this. Can you do that? 
[Ask ICQs]

How many categories do you have? 

Yes. 3 like words, subtractions and about story. 

If you choose the words, what will you do? Yes, Do the same gesture with your team member. 

Which team is winner team?

Yes. All monkeys can hide backside to the leaves. Good. 

Ok. Let’s start.

- Five little monkeys were sitting in a tree. 

5. How many monkeys going to the picnic? 

- 6(six) 

6. What did mom monkey do when her babies sitting in a tree? 

- She snoozed.
