(approaching the student who answered) 

Can you take out it?

(make snoring sound) 
Someone is snoring. Who is sleeping on my back?
(Show the book’s back cover)

This is my friend Amy. She was reading a book but now she is sleeping. I want to read this book so I’ll Wake up Amy! … She is still sleeping. 
Can you help me? After counting 1,2,3, let’s shout “wake up Amy” together. Okay? 1,2,3,

(Show the book’s front cover)

Wow she woke up. So she can read this book again. Many animal friends are in this book. 

<Eliciting, Literal Q>
Who is this? Who is this? Who is this? 

Who is this? 

To them, Amy says “I want it, I like it !”
<Implied Q>

Um.. What does Amy want and like? 

Can you guess it? Let’s read this book together! 
The monkey has a long tail so Amy says 
“I want one, too” and she make a monkey tail. With what? With daddy’s belt.

Does it look like a monkey tail?

So she can play with monkeys now.

She swings through the trees with monkey friends.

Does she look like a bird now?

So she can Fly in the sky with bird friends.

“Tweet, tweet I like it!” 

It’s so funny, isn’t it?

Grr Grr~~ What sound is it? Bear?

Let’s see. Wow It’s a bear. 
The bear has soft fur.(showing soft fur)

So Amy says “I want some, too” 

and she puts on daddy’s soft sweater.
