	Topic:  Fire Safety

	Length: 25min



	Target Vocabulary:

- stop, drop, roll, stay low, get out, call 911


	Target Sentences:

- What should I do? 

- I should (stop, drop and roll) if your clothes catch on fire. 

- I should (stay low, get out and call 911) if the house catches on fire. 


	Materials:

- Pictures(candle, match, lighter, heater, fire place, fire alarm, fire exit, fire extinguisher, fire hose, fire hydrant, fire station, fire truck, firefighter, firefighter helmet) , Markers and board for Warm-ups
- Stick-pictures of school bus and fire station        - Mp3 player & fire alarm                          

- Computer and projector                                         - Video clip of ‘stop, drop & roll’
- Flame shapes from red felt                                    - Word cards for repetitions 
- 3 drawing papers, crayons

- 13 firefighter hat template, 13 long paper strips, scissors, glue or tape for SOS plan 


	Aims/Objectives:

- Ss will be aware of vocabularies and expressions related to fire by doing warm-ups and activities. 

- Ss will be able to use the pattern ‘What should I do? I should ______.’ through all of the activities.
- Ss will be able to know how to act in a fire emergency through the fire drill. 
- I will give clear guidelines and rules with the activities that Ss can understand easily. 


	Assumptions:

- Ss are at a pre-intermediate level and have already known basic vocabularies such as candle, match, heater, fire truck, fire station, fire fighter etc. 
- Ss are able to distinguish things which are safe or dangerous. 
- Ss are familiar with role-plays, acting out and group work.
- Ss are able to express their opinions, read and write sentences in English. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Ss may not understand the rules of activity. 
	: Show Ss demonstration. 

	- Ss may have hard time to spell the objects. 
	: Spell the words on the board with Ss.

	- The main-activity may finish earlier than expectation.
	: Review today’s topic and ask to Ss if they had experience with fire. 

	- If Ss finish their task earlier than expected. 
	: Use SOS plan (make a firefighter helmet).

	- If time is short for each activity. 
	: Reduce the number of Ss sharing their work.

-> Good!
Ss answer:

-> Fire station!
-> Fire fighter!

-> Fire station! 
->Yeah!
	<Greeting>

Hello everyone!
How are you, times class? 
I think everyone looks good. 
<Eliciting>

(Show Ss the picture of fire station)

Do you know where this is? 

Right, then do you know who works

in the fire station?
That’s right! Today, we are going on 
a field trip to fire station! 

Where are we going? 

Are you guys excited?

	Materials: Board, Markers, Pictures(candle, match, lighter, heater, fire place, fire alarm, fire exit, fire extinguisher, fire hose, fire hydrant, fire station, fire truck, firefighter, firefighter helmet)

	Ss answer:

-> Yay!
Ss meet their group.

Ss make a group name and decide turns for first, second, third, fourth and fifth runner.
-> Make a group name and decide turns!
Ss say their group name. 
-> Yes!
-> When T say 3, 2, 1 Go!

-> Name the picture!
Ss think about the picture that T shows and find the right word 
One member of each group run to the board, pick the picture and name it. 

-> Candle!
Ss do the activity while T monitors. 

Ss answer:

-> Matches, candle, lighter, heater… 

-> Firefighter, fire hose, fire truck… 
	(Before starting the game, put the pictures on the board.)
Good. Before we’re going to the fire station, let’s think about things in the fire station and things that cause fire through a ‘finding the picture’ game! 

<Instructions – ‘Finding the Pictures’>

Okay, we are going to play in a group. 

Let’s make a group of 4(5). 
Make a group name and decide turns in 20 sec.
<ICQ>
What should we do in 20 sec?  
Did you make your group name? 
(Draw 3 lines and write each group name on the board.) 
Good. Here are the rules. 
I’m going to explain one of pictures on the board. 
You should wait until I’m finished explaining. Also you should talk about the answer with your group in 3 sec. 

<ICQs>
So, should we wait for whole explanations? 

When I say “3, 2, 1 Go!”, then the first runner of each group should run to the board and pick the right picture fast and say the word out loud. 
The team which has a lot of pictures will be a winner! 
<ICQs>
When should we run to the board? 

What should we do when we pick the pictures? 
<Demonstration>

Good. First, let’s have a practice game. 

(Explain one picture to Ss)

Ex: This provides us light in the dark or sometimes heat. 
Most of them are made from wax.

We put these on a cake to wish a birthday. What is this? 3-2-1 Go!
Now we know how to play, right? 

Ready to run as fast as you can? 
Okay, let’s start. 

(Explain 12 pictures but if time is too long for post-activity, skip some pictures.) 
(Let Ss know how many pictures are left like ‘I have 3 pictures now.’)
<Feedback>
(Gather pictures from Ss, put pictures on the board and ask) 
What kind of things can cause a fire?
What kind of things can we see in the fire station? 
Good job everybody. It’s time to go to the fire station!

	Materials: Stick-pictures of school bus and fire station, Mp3, Fire alarm, 
Video Clip ‘Stop, Drop and Roll.’, Several flame shapes from red felt

	Ss are excited. 
-> Yeah!
Ss’ first reaction might be to panic. Ss move around and don’t know what to do. 
Ss listen and calm down. 
-> I move around. I don’t know what to do… 
Ss watch the video. 
-> Lighter!
-> Couch and clothes on fire!
-> Stop, drop and roll.

Ss repeat the sentences. 
Ss answer with motion:
-> I should stop where I am.

-> I should drop to the floor.

-> I should roll on the floor.

-> I should cool off with water. 
Ss answer: 
Stop, drop and roll?, Run?
Ss watch carefully. 
-> Stay low, feel the doorknob, get out and call 911! 

Ss repeat and follow.  
 
	(Act if Ss are taking a school bus to go to fire station.)

Okay, is everyone on the bus? 

Let’s go! 
(Move the stick-picture of school bus to the stick picture of fire station.) 

Now, we arrived at the fire station. 

<Eliciting>

(Set a fire alarm, Ss are in the panic and T is a firefighter.) 
Everyone, I’m firefighter Jini. 

Calm down! Now everything is okay.

I have put out the fire! 
What did you do when you hear a fire alarm just now? 

But we should not react like this.

Now, we are going to watch a short video. After watching the video you will know what to do in a fire emergency. 

(Show Ss the video clip ‘Stop, drop and roll.’ – running time is about 1:30)
<CCQs>

(After watching the video) 
Everyone, what are they playing with? Do you remember?

And then what happened?
<Instructions – Clothes on fire>
What should we do if our clothes catch on fire? 
(Encourage Ss to make the full sentence by rephrasing.)

<Demonstration> 
Yes, we should stop where we are.

We should drop to the floor.

We should roll on the floor. 

Also we should cool off with water. 
Can you repeat after me? Great. 
(Put the Flame shapes to Ss)

Oh, look at you! 
Your clothes are on fire!

What should you do? 

(Encourage Ss to answer with motion.)
<Instructions – House on fire>
(Put the picture of house on fire on the board and show Ss.)
Everyone!! Look at the house!

The house is on fire!

What should we do if our house is burning? 

In this case, you should not stop, drop and roll! You should stay low, get out and call 911! 
<Demonstration>
Let me show you. (with motion) 

You should stay low (covering mouth).

You should feel the doorknob before opening the door. 

You should get out as quick as possible. 

And you should call 911 outside of the house! 
<CCQ>

What should we do if there is a fire in the house? 

That’s correct. Say in a full sentence!

Repeat after me and follow what I'm doing!
I should stay low (covering mouth).
I should feel the doorknob before opening the door. 

I should get out as quick as possible. 

And I should call 911 outside of the house! 
You did great job everybody!

Go back to your seat, please.
