	Aims:

· To learn vocabulary and descriptions for clothing 
· To be able to identify people according to their clothes
· To express what they are wearing

· To learn how to spell clothing items
· To practice listening to real-life conversation between friends 



	Language Skills:
· Reading: crossword worksheet

· Listening: a conversation between two friends about people at the birthday party

· Speaking: giving and comparing answers, say what they are wearing 

· Writing: dictation worksheet



	Language Systems:
· Function: to identify people at a party through what they are wearing
· Lexis: names of clothing items 

· Discourse: express and explain what you are wearing and what others are wearing



	Assumptions:
Students already know:

· where they are assigned to be seated 

· the teacher’s style of teaching 

· the vocabulary of clothing items and colors



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may know the correct words but not the correct spellings for crossword worksheet 

· Give them the correct spellings if they ask, so that they would not have a problem completing the worksheet
· Students may not be able to draw all the clothes after first time listening to the conversation

· Play 2-3 times until most students are finished 
· Students may draw wrong clothing items due to confusion 
· Go over clothing items again and make sure students know what they are and what they look like

· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

· Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

· Students might not be able to spell correctly when they are doing the dictation
· Tell them to just try their best and it is okay to misspell words, after they are done, check spellings together

	Hello kids. Did you have a great weekend? Did anybody do anything fun? 
Do you guys remember what we learned last time? Yes, it was clothing items. So let’s go over the vocabulary for clothes. 

(Draw pictures of clothing items on the board and elicit the names of each clothing item from students. If they can’t give me the correct answer, tell them what it is and have them repeat the word) 

So today, we are going to listen to a conversation between two friends. They are at the birthday party and one friend is trying to learn the names of friends at the party through their clothes. You are going to draw clothes for those friends. Before that, you are going to do crossword puzzle first.

Instruction
Here is a clothes crossword worksheet. There are questions at the bottom of the page. Cross means → this way, down means ↓ this way. Read these questions and find out correct answers for each question. After that, write down the word according to its number. If you do not know how to spell the word, just ask me. I’ll write it on the board so everyone would know the correct spelling. You have 6 minutes. Work in pairs. 
CCQ
What does cross mean?

How much time do you have?

Are you working alone or in pairs?

(distribute the worksheet: if you distribute the worksheet before giving out the instruction, students will not pay attention to the instruction)

Monitor the students discreetly. Answer questions if there are any. Give them a little more time if they say they need more time.

Give time warning: 1 minute left 

Check answers
Have each pair answer each question. If they have the wrong answer, ask the whole class what the correct answer is.

	1. Listening for main idea (get the gist)
Instruction
Now put down your pencil. You will be listening to a conversation between two boys. While listening, think about where they are and what they are talking about. 

CCQ
Can you take notes?

How many people are talking in this conversation?

What do you need to find out?

(play the CD without stopping)

Ask if they want to listen again.

*yes : play it one more time

*no: ask questions and have them answer

If they have general idea what is going on in the conversation, move on. 

2. Listening for details

Instruction

Now you will be given a listening worksheet. As you can see on the paper, there are names in each box. Listen to the conversation again and draw clothing items for each person in the box. You will also have to color each item according to the conversation. You cannot color them randomly. Work individually.

CCQ
What do you need to do for this worksheet?
Are you working alone?
Can you color the clothing items as you want?

(Distribute the worksheet)

Play the CD. 
Let students listen and draw pictures on the worksheet. 

Play again. 

Give them some time to work on it.

Play again. 

Let them finish up. 

Do you want to listen one more time?

*yes: play it again.

*no: move on

Check answers 
Ask the whole class what each person is wearing.
Give them a little time to hear each others’ answers. 

(Put up the wall-chart paper on the board) 

Go over the clothing items and colors. Have them repeat the items.

You are going to tell your partner what you are wearing today. Look at yourself. Are you wearing a dress, a T-shrit, a skirt, or jeans? I’m going to give you about 7-8 minutes to do this. You are going to start with.. “Today, I am wearing –” Start talking to your partner about your clothes.
CCQ

Are you going to work alone or with your partner?

What are you supposed to tell your partner? 

Walk around, listen to students’ conversation and correct their mistakes if there are any. 

Conclude lesson

Bring one student in front of the class. Ask students what he or she is wearing. 

Everyone did a wonderful job today. Please go home and tell your parents what you are wearing and what they are wearing IN ENGLISH. See you everyone tomorrow. Have a great day!
