-To predict activities and plans which are related to vacation from picture

-To practice listening to real-life talk of people

-To be able to pick up details from the dialogue by filling in the blanks on a worksheet
-To practice speaking by modeling the dialogue in pairs 



	Language Skills:

-Listening: the speaker’s conversation, teacher’s expression

-Reading: fill in the blank worksheet

-Writing: vocabulary and expression on vocabulary worksheet, 

details on listening worksheet

-Speaking: prediction, modeling the speaker’s conversation in turns



	Language Systems:
-Lexis: vocabulary and expressions used in filling the blanks

-Function: making plan to go on vacation, asking information 

-Discourse: dialogue 




	Assumptions:

-Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of course
-Ss can understand simple phrases containing familiar vocabulary, spoken slowly with frequent repetition

-Ss are 12~13 years old and have an experience of “going on vacation”


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening

( follow the task-feedback circle: chunk the listening, play again and again. 
If time is short

  (make post speaking activity short. Let Ss practice modeling only one time in pairs.

If Ss finish their task earlier than anticipated

(Ask Ss about their ideal vacation plan and their experience going on vacation in the past. 

Some Ss may dominate the class and some Ss are too quiet

 -(do not always let “good” Ss answer, try to involve weaker and shyer Ss by asking comfortable and easy questions
