	Eliciting and Prediction:
So, do you have an idea what our lesson would be in this afternoon?

(Ss might know the answer, if not then tell the answer)

Yes! Today’ topic is about what? A spider.

Who likes spiders?

It looks little bit scary but some people keep spiders as a pet.
Where can you see spiders?

(Ss answers)

We can see them easily around us.

(in the house, playground, and so on)
CCQs
1. Is a spider lives under ground?(no)

2. Is a spider lives on the ground with web? (yes)

Good! 

Have you seen a movie, the spider man?

(post pictures on the board)

A young boy became a spider man after he got bitten by a poison spider.

So after he became a spider man, how does move a place to the other instead of walking on the street?

He uses web which comes out from his wrist.

Actually, where a web came from?

Other word, what part of a spider 

Let’s learn parts of a spider.
How many body parts does a spider have?
A: There are two parts. One with face and the other.

How many legs does it have?

A: Eight legs. 4 legs each side, on the front body part. Some spiders have 10 legs.
Do you know how many eyes usually a spiders have?
A: There are eight eyes but it is really hard to see things well. Some spiders have 6 eyes.

Now, what else does it have?

A: A mouth which places underneath. It has a poison that if it bits you could sick very badly.

Where does web come out?

A: at the end of its tail.
(Go over the parts once again with Ss say out loud)

We are going to make a spider hat. In the bag, I have three different colors of a spider. You can choose without looking inside.
After you all get, I will give you three minutes to do it. If you have any questions, raise hand and ask.

	Do you all have your spider hat?
Let’s come out to the center and make three lines with same color spider hat.
Let’s move to the back little bit. 

Can you see a red line there? 

You, all, have to stand behind the red line. 

One person from each team will play at a time. I will ask questions, you have to answer; yes or no. When you know the answer, call out your team names three times as fast you could and run to the seat. 

(show the action)

For both answers, you have to answer in a sentence.

For example, if a question is a spider can fly. Then say no, and a spider can not fly. 
You just can not answer simply no. Even if the answer is yes, you have to say, yes, a spider can fly.
Okay?

Let see how many questions we could get in five minutes. 

There will be a little prize for a winner team.

A first person from each team will pick one. On the stick, there are pictures. That’s your team name. (spider, web, and butterfly)

Remember! Call out your team names three times to answer, and also make full sentences with right answer.

Let’s start!
