	Aims/Objectives:
Main Aim: To enable Ss to improve their vocabulary by repeating words and target sentences. Also, they can continuously practice reading after making a mini-book.
Secondary Aim: Ss will improve their vocabulary, reading and listening skills through                      listening to the story and making their mini-book.
Personal Aim: I want to slow down the teaching pace.

                       I want to give more clear instruction.




	Assumptions:

Students already know:
- How to read sentences.
- Few words.
- What the mini-book is.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

1. Students may run out of time

If so, I will cut the post activity by asking only one student to present their work.

2. Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

If so, I will do the SOS activity.

Hello, everyone. How are you?

Did you do anything fun yesterday?
Did you eat breakfast this morning? What did you eat? I had an apple for a breakfast. I’m still hungry. I often eat fruits either for a breakfast or a dinner.

	Eliciting and Prediction:
Do you like fruits? What kind of fruits are there? ( show the pictures of banana, grapes,…etc)
CCQs
1. Are these fruits?(no)(show a picture of vegetables)

2. Are these fruits?(yes) (show a picture)

Good!
Uh…? Do you hear something? I hear some strange sounds. Wait a minute. Oh… I see. This morning, I came with a friend. I think, she can’t wait any longer. 
“Come out and introduce yourself.”(mouse puppet comes out)
(Mouse puppet)

(Hello, my name is Lila. Today I came with Jennifer teacher. I heard that you are really nice and having fun in the class. So, I brought all my friends with me. But I don’t see my friends here. Where are they? May be they are hiding somewhere to scare me. Who can help me to find my friend? I go outside the classroom to find them. Please find my friends!)

Instruction
Before she comes, let find her friends.

I will pass out the worksheet. Now, we are going to make a little mouse. 

Here is a white paper. Fold the paper in half.  Turn the fold toward your stomach and draw a line from top right corner to the bottom of left corner. Make it curved line. Make sure you hand fit into it. Cut the paper through out the curved line. Now glue the curved sided together. I will punch a hole to make a tale. I will give you 3 minutes.

(show the little mouse)

(after finish with worksheet)

(Lila: I’m back! Did you find all my friends? Oh! Thank you. Wait! One friend is missing. I think he is doing something else.
Let’s go find him! I think, I found him. I’m wondering what he is doing.)

(point out to the center of the classroom)

	Into the center
	Let’s all come out to the center and find where Lila’s friend. What is it under the blanket? Let’s see. sh….Let’s be quiet.
There he is. Let’s see what he is doing.

(arrange the seats)

Start to read a book.

( start the book with questioning from the front cover)

1. By the title, can you guess what story might be about?

2. Where is the little mouse?

3. What is he doing?

4. Why does he put his finger on his lip?

(questioning to Ss while reading the book)
(Drilling vocabulary while reading the book)
At the end of the book, ask comprehension check questions.

1. Who is the main character in this story?

2. What was little mouse’s problem after he got a big strawberry?

3. Why did the little mouse want a lock and chain?

4. Why did the little mouse share his strawberry?

5. Do you think there was really a great big, hungry bear?

This is the story for today.
Let’s go back to your own seat.
