(Flour, tomato sauce..)

Let’s imagine, if we make the pizza without tomato sauce, is it tasty? Is it delicious?
However, isn’t it pizza?

We have a similar thing in our language.

I will give a sentence

(Write ‘ A mouse hid       a box.’ on the board)

This is a sentence but is not perfect. Plus we cannot catch the exact taste; I mean the meaning of the sentence. If we use different sauce in the pizza, it will be very different pizza even though the sauce takes a small part in the food. So we are going to learn sauces of language. We call it ‘Prepositions.’
(Write ‘Prepositions’ on the board.)

	There are lots of prepositions. For the first lesson, we are going to learn how to describe positions using prepositions.
Instruction

I will hand out a worksheet.

Next, I am going to show you figures then you will draw a circle following the preposition and write the prepositions on the worksheet. And I will show you famous paintings then you will complete the sentence describing the painting.
I hope you enjoy the famous painting while you find prepositions in them.
(Distribute the worksheet)

(Don’t do anything yet)

Let’s see this worksheet together.

ICQ

What will you do after looking at figures?
What are you going to do after you look at paintings?
Demonstration

<Beside>
(Show ‘beside’ )
Let’s do the first one together.

Where is the circle?
The circle is next to the box.

You can say the circle is beside the box. 
Please Draw a circle in the position box and write ‘beside’ in the preposition box.

Let’s have a look this painting.

There is a cute and a little weird couple.

CCQ

Where is the man?

Yes, he is beside his wife.

<On>
The circle is upper surface of the box. So, the circle is on the box. Draw a circle on the box. 

Where is he now? 

Yes, the man is upper surface of the stone. So, he is on the stone.
<In front of>
The circle is near the front part of the box. The circle is in front of the box.
There are a man and a fresh green apple. 
Where is the apple?

A green apple is in front of him. 
<Behind>
The yellow circle is back of the box.
Can you see the circle?

(No.)

So, you can say that the circle is behind the box.
Where is he?

The guy in the black coat hid behind the green apple. So I cannot see his face.
<Over>
The ellipse is higher than the box. 
The ellipse is over the box.
This is a landscape painting.

What can you see?

(River, Bridge)

There is a long bridge over the river.

<Under>
This is the opposite of ‘over’.

The ellipse is a lower level than the box. Then, the yellow is under the box.

Let’s make a sentence with under.

The river is running under the bridge.
<Above>
The circle places higher than the box.

The circle is above the box.

How about this printing? What can you see at first sight?

(Big rock)

Describe the rock.

The heavy rock keeps a float above the sea.

<Below>
This is the opposite of ‘above’.

The circle is lower in spatial position than the box. The circle is below the box.
Let’s describe the sea.

The sea is below the gigantic rock.
(Have a look eight prepositions)

	Explain below.

I want to add some explanation about above/over, below/under.

1. Above and below indicate only a higher or lower position, while over and under usually indicate higher or lower in a straight line. Look at the diagram.

A, B, and C are above X. 

B is over X. 

I looked up and saw some birds flying above me.
2. Over and under sometimes suggest movement.

When we flew over Paris we couldn't see much because we were above the clouds.
3. Above is also used in measurements of temperature, height, intelligence etc., where we think of a vertical scale.

The temperature never rose above 10 degree Celsius.

4. Over is preferred when one thing covers and/or touches another.

He put on a coat over his shirt.

There was cloud over the city. 
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
